SONOMA VALLEY COUNTY SANITATION DISTRICT, SONOMA COUNTY - Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty for Violations of NPDES Permit Resulting in the Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State

CHRONOLOGY:
ACL Order No. 01-020A, July 2001

DISCUSSION:
Sonoma Valley County Sanitation District (hereinafter the Discharger) violated the effluent limits contained in its NPDES permit 19 times during the period between January 1, 2001 and March 31, 2002.  These include eleven violations of the zinc limit, four violations of the pH limit, two violations of the chlorine residual limit, one violation of the total coliform limit, and one violation of bioassay toxicity limit.  Seventeen of these violations are subject to mandatory minimum penalties for a total amount of $51,000.  The Discharger is allowed to propose a supplemental environmental project in an amount up to $33,000 in lieu of paying the full $51,000 penalty. 

The Discharger has signed the waiver to the Board hearing and submitted a supplemental environmental project (SEP) proposal to the Executive Officer.  The SEP, which is included as Appendix B herein for information, consists of funding a feasibility study of implementing satellite treatment facilities for recycled water at several sites in the North Bay Watershed area.  Board staff is in the process of reviewing the proposed SEP.
