Resolution To Enter Into An Amended Agreement With The U.S. Department Of Energy To Provide Oversight Of Remedial Response Activities At DoE Facilities Located at Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory, Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory, Sandia National Laboratory, and the Stanford Linear Accelerator Center

CHRONO​LOGY:
RWQCB Resolution 94–150 adopted on October 19, 1994

DISCUS​SION:
The purpose of this resolution is to confirm the Board’s support for the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) to authorize the Executive Director to execute an amended 3-year grant with the United States Department of Energy (DOE) in the amount of $310,614. 



There is a need for continued Regional Board oversight of cleanup activities at the four DOE facilities within the San Francisco Bay Region: Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory,  Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory, Sandia National Laboratory, and the Stanford Linear Accelerator Center. 



Regional Board oversight activities have been funded via a DOE grant, first initiated in 1994 as a 5-year grant. In 1999, at the end of the grant period, the SWRCB unilaterally passed a second resolution (Appendix B) extending the grant an additional 3 years (October 1999 through September 2002) reflecting new federal limitations to a 3-year grant period. Currently, the grant has been administratively extended from its September 2002 expiration date to March 21, 2003. This resolution requests the SWRCB to formally extend the current grant to the end of the 2005 federal fiscal year, thereby completing another 3-year federal grant cycle. 

Recently, the SWRCB passed Resolution 2003-0008, which provides the Executive Officer authority to enter into and approve federal agreements. It is under this authority that we are now asking the Regional Board to adopt a resolution seeking the SWRCB’s approval for the Executive Director to amend the current federal grant.
