NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

AND OPPORTUNITY TO SUBMIT ADDITIONAL COMMENTS

Notice is hereby given that, at its January 22, 2003, meeting, the San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board (Board) will hold a hearing on the following items:

1. Reissuance of the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Municipal Stormwater Permit for the Alameda Countywide Clean Water Program (NPDES Permit No. CAS0029831);

2. Amendment of the NPDES Municipal Stormwater Permit for the Contra Costa Clean Water Program (NPDES Permit No. CA0029912); and,
3. Amendment of the NPDES Municipal Stormwater Permit for the San Mateo Countywide Stormwater Pollution Prevention Program  (NPDES Permit No. CAS0029921).
This hearing is a continuation of its prior hearing on these items held on December 18, 2002, the public notice for which was mailed on August 21, 2002.  At the January 22, 2003, hearing, the Board will finish taking public testimony on these items and allow for Board staff to orally respond to the public testimony, after which the public hearing will close.  The Board will not vote on these items at its meeting on January 22, 2003.  The Board tentatively plans to vote on these items at its February 19, 2003, meeting, but it may defer such actions until some future Board meeting.
The deadline for written comments ended on October 9, 2002; however, the Board has determined that it would like to provide an opportunity for interested parties to provide additional written materials relating to cost estimates and analyses for the implementation of the updated performance standards for control of stormwater pollution from new development and significant redevelopment projects in Alameda, Contra Costa and San Mateo Counties, including the administrative costs to the county and municipal co-permittees in implementing their permit.  The submission period for these written materials will close at 5:00 p.m., January 10, 2003.  Any written materials on this subject received after this time may not be considered.  Board staff will prepare a response to these additional comments prior to the Board’s vote on these matters.   

All Board meetings will be held in the First Floor Auditorium of the Elihu Harris State Building at 1515 Clay Street, Oakland, and will commence at 9:00 a.m.
