CHRONOLOGY:
June 1987 - Adoption of Waste Discharge Requirements

DISCUSSION:
The City and County of San Francisco and the San Francisco Port Commission own the Pier 94 landfill located along the San Francisco Bay shoreline.  The landfill was created during the 1960's and 1970's by filling a portion of the San Francisco Bay with debris, dredge spoils, and clean fill.




The Tentative Order (Appendix A) updates Waste Discharge Requirements by requiring additional evaluation of petroleum hydrocarbons contamination and requiring documentation insuring that future site development, including potential wetland enhancement projects, do not impact water quality.  The Tentative Order also rescinds Order No. 87-061.




We have circulated the Tentative Order to the dischargers and interested parties.  The dischargers have provided comments to the Tentative Order and concur with the modified version attached.
