SUBJECT:		Hexcel Corporation, for the property located at Contractor's Street, 				Livermore, Alameda County – Amendment of Site Cleanup Requirements





CHRONOLOGY:	September 15, 1993 - Final Site Cleanup Requirements adopted					


DISCUSSION:	The Board, in 1993, adopted final Cleanup Requirements for the Hexcel site in Livermore (see Figure 1, Tentative Order).  The Order set forth the final remedies for both the Hexcel Manufacturing Plant and Abandoned Disposal Site Operable Units of the site.  The Disposal Site had been in use since 1906 for the unpermitted disposal of various solid and liquid wastes including: sewage, general plant refuse, industrial and chemical wastes, household trash and construction debris.





The existing Order called for managing the waste materials in-place and required: groundwater and methane gas monitoring; regrading of the surface to allow for adequate drainage; institutional controls; and, a contingency for additional methane control measures.  Since adoption of the existing Order, several developments have taken place with respect to the Disposal Site.  Based on these developments, amendment to the Order is appropriate at this time.  The Tentative Order amends only the portions of the existing Order which addresses the Disposal Site.  





Groundwater monitoring of the Disposal Site has not detected significant impacts to groundwater and no further monitoring is necessary.  Additionally, a significant removal action took place earlier this year, to remove all accessible waste material and affected soil from the Disposal Site.  Currently, only a small inaccessible area of waste material remains beneath Contractor's Street (see Figure 2, Tentative Order).





	The Tentative Order (Appendix A) redefines the area of waste within the Disposal Site, eliminates groundwater monitoring requirements and recognizes changes in ownership by removing two of the previously named dischargers.  The Tentative Order also requires implementation of institutional controls.  No comments have been received and this item remains uncontested.
