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SUBJECT:
SAN FRANCISCO INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT, CITY AND COUNTY OF SAN FRANCISCO – INDUSTRIAL WASTE TREATMENT PLANT - Hearing to Consider Mandatory Minimum Penalty for Discharge of Partially Treated Wastewater to Waters of the State

CHRONOLOGY:
The Board has not considered this item before.

DISCUSSION:
During the period between January 1, 2000 and March 31, 2002, San Francisco International Airport (SFIA), Industrial Waste Treatment Plant had sixteen violations of effluent limits contained in its NPDES permit.  These violations include: fourteen violations of biochemical oxygen demand limits; and, two violations of the copper limit.  Five of these violations were used to determine mandatory minimum penalties of $9,000.  SFIA is allowed to propose a supplemental environmental project (SEP) of $9,000 of the penalty.  

SFIA has signed the waiver to a Board hearing and intends to propose an SEP.
