SUBJECT:
Resolution in Support of Collaboration Between the Regional Board and Bay Area Clean Water Agencies to Report and Manage Sanitary Sewer Overflows
CHRONOLOGY:
The Board has not previously considered this matter

DISCUSSION:
This Resolution presents a collaborative work plan between the Board and the Bay Area Clean Water Agencies (BACWA) to reduce sewage spills. Sewage spills can be a public health and water quality problem. One goal of the Work Plan is to improve SSO reporting throughout the region by developing an electronic SSO reporting system.  Another goal is to facilitate development of management plans by collection systems to improve operation and maintenance of the systems, which should reduce spills.    



Under the work plan, Board staff will work with BACWA on technical elements of the program.  BACWA will fund and organize a series of workshops to educate and outreach to over 100 collection systems in the Bay Area.  In lieu of permits, we recommend this collaborative approach at this time.  It is an efficient and cooperative way to leverage BACWA’s resources to establish a foundation upon which a regional collection system permit may be constructed in the future. 


As this is written, we are negotiating with BACWA on final details of the work plan, so this item may be amended by the time of the hearing.
