SUBJECT:   Resolution in Support of the Collaboration Between the Regional Board                                 and Bay Area Clean Water Agencies on Pollution Prevention Program Development and Excellence 

DISCUSSION:

Board staff and BACWA representatives have been working together on a project to provide guidance to Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTWs) for developing Pollution Prevention (P2) programs.  Pursuant to the Basin Plan and the State Implementation Policy, individual NPDES permits adopted by the Board require POTWs to develop and implement P2 programs.  P2 program guidance provided to POTWs will help them share information, coordinate efforts, and promote excellence.  Such collaboration among POTWs and the Board is critical, especially during the economic downturn.

BACWA has named the principle effort the “P2 Menus Project”.  The concept is to list as many pollution prevention options as possible for individual pollutants so that POTWs can be aware of the full spectrum of programs that have shown merit.  With an array of effective options, POTWs can tailor their programs to best fit their resource base, pollutants of concern, and other factors.

Regional Board staff and BACWA have collaborated to develop a set of eleven Guiding Principles, which will be used in developing detailed P2 Menus for specific pollutants.  These principles are incorporated into the Tentative Resolution.  The Tentative Resolution aims to accomplish the following:

1. Support collaboration between Board staff and BACWA on the P2 Menus Project.

2. Directs staff to work with BACWA to develop the specific P2 Menus.

3. Approve the eleven Guiding Principles for P2 program development and excellence.
