EAST BAY MUNICIPAL UTILITY DISTRICT SPECIAL DISTRICT NO. 1, WATER POLLUTION CONTROL PLANT– Amendment of NPDES Permit

CHRONOLOGY:
June 2001– permit reissued

DISCUSSION:
The attached Tentative Order amends the NPDES permit for the East Bay Municipal Utility District (EBMUD).  Specifically, it amends the permit in response to State Board’s remand order that required the Board to clarify and expand upon its justifications for certain permit requirements.  The amendment also eliminates the limit for bis(2-ethylhexyl)phthalate, and amends the limits for 4,4-DDE and dieldrin in response to new information that was not available when the 2001 permit was adopted.


EBMUD treats wastewater from domestic, commercial and industrial sources from the cities of Albany, Alameda, Berkeley, Emeryville, Oakland and Piedmont, and from the Stege Sanitary District.  Treated wastewater discharges through a deepwater diffuser about one mile from shore under the Bay Bridge.


We did not receive any comment on the Tentative Order.
