CHRONOLOGY: 
July 1997 – Water Quality Certification adopted by the Board

DISCUSSION:
The Port of San Francisco (the Port) has applied for Waste Discharge Requirements and Water Quality Certification for the maintenance dredging program at the Port of San Francisco for a five-year period.  The Port proposes to dredge and dispose of approximately 2.2 million cubic yards of dredged material from berthing areas and marinas over a five-year period.  Disposal of the dredged material will be at the Alcatraz Disposal site in San Francisco Bay, and possibly at other upland or beneficial reuse locations, subject to approval by the Executive Officer.  


This Tentative Order will authorize the proposed project, and includes receiving water limits, discharge specifications, and reporting requirements for the project.


This Tentative Order in Appendix A has been revised from the one that was initially circulated to the Port and other interested parties as a result of minor comments submitted by the Port.  The Port has indicated that it is satisfied with staff’s response and approves of the revised Tentative Order.  No other comments were received on the circulated Tentative Order.
