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BRUCE WOLFE SELECTED AS NEW EXECUTIVE OFFICER





The San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board has selected Bruce H. Wolfe, 49, as its new Executive Officer.  Until this appointment Mr. Wolfe was chief of the Board’s South Bay Watershed Management Division.  He has been with the Board’s staff for the past 26 years.  In that time he has worked in every major Board program, including those for both surface and ground water protection.  





Board Chair John Muller said the selection was by unanimous vote, and praised Mr. Wolfe as “the right person for the job.  He understands the Region’s water quality issues, knows how to manage regulatory programs, and has a very good track record of working with a variety of stakeholders to find solutions.” 





Mr. Wolfe’s appointment is effective November 10; he replaces Loretta Barsamian as the Board’s Executive Officer.  Ms. Barsamian has returned to her former duties with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.  Mr. Wolfe holds bachelor’s and master’s degrees in civil and environmental engineering from Stanford University.  He lives in Piedmont with his wife and two daughters.  He is an active runner and orienteer, and is the current national orienteering champion in the 45 and over age category.





The Water Board is the state agency responsible for preserving, protecting, and enhancing the water quality of San Francisco Bay and its local watersheds.  Its jurisdiction includes all or part of nine Bay Area counties.  Board oversight includes regulating discharges of waste to the Bay, its wetlands, or its creeks; supervising the Region’s groundwater cleanup projects; and minimizing the impacts of urban runoff and other pollution to the Bay.  The Board consists of nine members appointed by the Governor and confirmed by the State Senate.  It has a staff of about 120 people, including engineers, scientists, and geologists, with headquarters in Oakland.
