Summary: 

Contra Costa County (CCC) chaired the Contra Costa Clean Water Program‟s Municipal Operations Committee. Refer to the C.2 Municipal 

Operations section of the countywide Program‟s PY 2010-11 Annual Report for a description of activities implemented at the countywide and/or 

regional level.   

 

Additionally, County Watershed Program (CWP) staff met with County Public Works Department (PWD) Maintenance Division throughout the year 

to ensure implementation of stormwater protection during municipal maintenance activities.  Emphasis was placed on erosion control following 

heavy winter rains and numerous landslide incidents this PY 2010-11.

Crews implement grinding and only use saw cutting when necessary. When saw cutting is performed, crews use wet-vacs to remove all slurry.  All 

trucks in the PWD Maintenance fleet contain spill kits and crews are annual trained in their use. 

 

Crews also utilize silt fencing, straw wattles, and take other erosion control measures such as covering storm drains with filter fabric when 

appropriate; vacuuming  spoils from street and concrete cutting; and sweeping up and cleaning all areas when work is completed.

Comments:  

 

CCC bridge crews utilize drop cloths, silt fencing, straw wattles and filter fabric on storm drains where appropriate.  Job sites are always left clean 

after work is completed.   

Graffiti abatement is generally performed by spraying over graffiti with primer paint or wiping off localized tagging, such as on street signs, with 

aerosol paint remover and a rag.   

All waste generated from these activities are taken to the County Central Waterbird Way Corporation Yard‟s hazardous waste storage area and 

properly disposed of by a hazardous waste management contractor. 

 

On March 21, 2011 PWD Maintenance staff attended the First Responder Operations 4 hour Refresher training which included segments on 

hazardous substance handling and Corporation Yard Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plans (SWPPPs). The training was attended by 59 

maintenance workers.  On May 12, 2011 General Service Department (GSD) Fleet Maintenance crews attended BMP and SWPPP training; 17 

workers attended.  

 

Some bridge and structural maintenance activities are conducted in-house by CCC maintenance crews whose Standard Operational 

Procedures require collection and proper disposal of all wastes, including spoils, in accordance with the Caltrans Storm Water Quality Handbook 

Maintenance Staff Guide, May 2003.  The PWD Design/Construction Division is responsible for putting together plans and contract specifications 

for more specialized activities such as bridge deck methacrylate treatments and structural repairs. These projects are then bid out for construction 

by contractors.  Those contractors adhere to the project‟s contract specifications and Caltrans Standard Specifications, which include language 

mandating the proper collection and disposal of all wastes.  No projects of this type were constructed in 2010-11.

CCC road projects implement standard BMPs to minimize erosion and sediment transport related to road construction and maintenance. 

In addition to assessing structural integrity, road crew inspections assess roads‟ impacts to water quality. Water quality impacts are a basis for 

scheduling and prioritizing maintenance projects.  Road design standards are intended to minimize impacts to water quality.  Where roads are 

found to impact water quality, project design specifications seek to eliminate these impacts by implementing measures such as water bars.  This 

includes minimizing erosion caused by road designs and using lower impact outfalls instead of shotgun culverts. In order to minimize erosion and 

impacts to fish passage and stream geomorphology, replacement of culverts and bridge crossing is only carried out in dry weather and with all 

required environmental permits in place.    

 

CCC annually regrades Camino Vaqueros and Briones Valley Road (the only two unpaved rural roads in CCC); where consistent with safety 

standards, the road grades are sloped to drain away from creeks.  Water bars have been installed on two rural paved roads: Castro Ranch Road 

and Morgan Territory Road.

Summary: 

 

CCC‟s legal authority to implement C.3 requirements is contained in Chapter 1014 of the Contra Costa County Ordinance Code (CCC Ord. 

§1014), which CCC will soon revise in order to facilitate compliance with C.3 requirements that will be phased in in the near future (such as new 

Low Impact Development requirements, and Required Site Design Measures for Small Projects and Detached Single-Family Home Projects). 

 

Review of projects requiring entitlements (i.e., not simply ministerial building permits) is primarily performed by the Department of Conservation and 

Development (DCD) and the Public Works Department (PWD).  DCD serves as the Lead Agency, and routes applications to PWD.  PWD provides 

comments on several aspects of applications, including stormwater management.  Generally, applications cannot be deemed complete until a 

satisfactory preliminary Stormwater Control Plan (SWCP) has been submitted, demonstrating that there is a feasible plan for compliance with C.3 

requirements.  PWD provides recommended Conditions of Approval (COAs) to DCD, which are incorporated into the subsequent entitlement 

permit (if approved).  These COAs require that the SWCP be refined into a final document prior to an appropriate phase in the project (i.e., prior 

to map recordation for subdivision, or prior to building permit issuance for land use permits).  The COAs also require the property owner to enter 

into an Operation and Maintenance Agreement with CCC, in which the property owner accepts all responsibilities for operation and 

maintenance; in the agreement, the property owner also grants a right of entry to CCC and other agencies with a legitimate interest in the 

facilities.  

 

CEQA documents address water quality effects and mitigation measures within their Hydrology and Water Quality Section.  Where projects 

proceed with negative declarations, C.3 requirements (and other related water quality requirements) are required within the projects‟ COAs.  For 

projects requiring mitigations pursuant to their CEQA documents, these C.3 requirements (and other related water quality requirements) are 

conveyed in the Mitigation Measures and mirrored in the COAs. 

 

15 CCC staff persons from a number of departments and divisions attended the Stormwater C.3 Compliance: Planning, Design, and Construction 

of Low Impact Development (LID) Facilities training on May 23, 2011 (also referenced in section C.6.f, since some portions related to construction 

site stormwater management).  Please see the Program report for details regarding the May 23, 2011 C.3 training event.  CCC also encourages 

the engineering and development community professionals who work within CCC to attend these trainings, and provide general and project-

specific consultations upon request. 

 

CCC continues to distribute Start at the Source to applicants for projects (both those that require entitlements, and those that simply require 

building permits) that are not Regulated Projects under C.3, and also encourages applicants to consider implementing best management

practices per the Stormwater C.3 Guidebook, as well as other practices, such as minimizing impervious surfaces, using pervious hardscapes, 

retaining trees (which is required by the Tree Protection Ordinance), and other related practices.   It should be noted that, in addition to benefits 

realized by projects that are Regulated Projects under C.3, many projects strive to reduce impervious surface in order to avoid the requirement to 

comply with C.3, which constitutes a benefit itself.  However, entitlements include NPDES conditions of approval even for projects that are not 

regulated by C.3.  CCC has begun to more actively require SWPPPs (or equivalent documents) for projects that are not required to comply with 

C.3, but that involve land uses with relatively high threats to water quality (such as horse boarding facilities and contractors yards).

Summary: 

CCC continues to annually inspect at least 20% of all installed stormwater treatment (and hydrograph modification management) systems 

installed for C.3 compliance, and to ensure that all such systems are inspected at least once per five years.  CCC is currently targeting 

inspections every 2.5 years for each project, alternating between rainy season and dry season, and conducting follow-up inspections as 

necessary. 

 

In addition to inspections conducted by the CCC, as noted above, CCC requires property owners (or parties designated by the property 

owners) to annually certify that stormwater treatment (and hydrograph modification management) systems are being maintained.  These 

certifications are required annually (including during years when CCC inspects the same system).  In addition to serving as a reminder to 

property owners, this is intended to ensure that systems are regularly maintained to avoid deficient maintenance, and also provides an 

opportunity for property owners to request guidance from CCC with regards to operation and maintenance of stormwater treatment (and 

hydrograph modification management) systems. 

 

Due to the limited amount of data from the previous two years inspections (due to the small sample size), it is not necessarily possible to draw 

a wealth of conclusions from inspection data.  One common problem that is evident is energy dissipation where concentrated flows enter 

bioretention facilities.  It appears that better details for energy dissipation can greatly reduce the need for significant maintenance. 

 

Although it is not noted elsewhere, follow-up was conducted to ensure that maintenance deficiencies identified during PY2009-10 inspections 

was conducted.  Much of this was verified through certification by property owners (as noted above), often with photographic evidence 

provided to CCC.  The one exception to this is MS06-26, which had not yet corrected some issues present at the site; this was primarily due to 

the effected property having been foreclosed upon.  Since CCC was aware that the property would soon be purchased, and the severity of 

the remaining deficiencies was insignificant, CCC opted to wait until the property was sold.  CCC is currently working with the new property 

owner to finish correcting these issues.

Summary: 

CCC‟s O&M Inspection Program appears to be effective.  Additional years or experience with this program may reveal areas where 

enhancements may be made. 

 

Problems noted during O&M Inspections help to inform comments made during review of Stormwater Control Plans to ensure that future projects 

learn from lessons gained from experience implementing stormwater treatment (and hydrograph modification management) systems.

The West County Health Center project (County File #CPM145-1001) is located within the City of San Pablo.  The vast majority of the project (the entire project except for the access road) is owned by Contra 

Costa County.  The County, therefore, retains jurisdiction over those portions of the project located on County-owned property.  The County retains responsibility for the review of the Stormwater Control Plan for 

this project, as well as responsibility for oversight of the operation and maintenance of stormwater management facilities (i.e., the County will include those portions of the facilities in its NPDES Annual Reports), in 

addition to actually conducting operation and maintenance of the facilities.  The City of San Pablo, however, retains jurisdiction over those portions of the project that are not owned by the County (the access 

road).  The City of San Pablo, therefore, is responsible for review of the Stormwater Control Plan pertaining to that portion of the project, and will also be responsible for oversight of operation and maintenance of 

stormwater management facilities located in this portion of the site in the City‟s NPDES Annual Reports. 

 

It should be noted that, as currently proposed, the West County Health Center will incorporate 16,240 square feet of pervious concrete, 3,365 square feet of pervious pavers, and 2,300 square feet of grass pavers; 

these are not included as impervious surface in the table above.

Regarding MS05-0044 and MS05-0053:  These applications were deemed complete in 2007.  At that time, CCC utilized a policy for residential subdivisions creating very large lots (i.e., above 5 or 10 acres, 

depending on their location) in which the applicant was allowed to defer preparation of a specific Stormwater Control Plan until building permits were sought for the parcels.  This policy was instated due 

to the fact that it is possible on these lots to provide treatment and hydrograph modification management buy constructing Self-Retaining Areas designed to discharge no runoff during design storm 

events; the property owners may also subsequently decide to implement another type of acceptable treatment and hydrograph modification management facility.  It is also generally the case in these 

subdivisions that no impervious surface must be developed in order to record the subdivision map (such as shared driveways).  In addition, the developer of the subdivision of land sells the parcels to 

subsequent buyers without construction plans, which would often result in preliminary Stormwater Control Plans being discarded entirely (this is especially likely on such large parcels, among other 

reasons, since the subdivider is not able to predict the location where the subsequent owner will propose to construct the residence).  CCC does not allow issuance of permits for development until 

acceptable plans for stormwater treatment and hydrograph modification management are submitted, and compliance with all related conditions of approval (related, for example to ongoing 

operation and maintenance of facilities) has been achieved.  Since specific plans for development of the properties are not required prior to project approval, it is not possible to enter information where 

“see comments” is noted above.  It should be understood, however, that since uncertainties will exist about project thresholds (such as whether an acre of impervious surface is redeveloped and/or 

created, which would trigger the requirement to implement hydrograph modification management facilities), CCC makes conservative assumptions when parcel-by-parcel Stormwater Control Plans are 

submitted (i.e., it is assume that such projects will cumulatively trigger hydrograph modification management requirements).  Developers of individual lots will be required to implement standard source 

control measures and site design measures, as required of projects that are required to prepare specific Stormwater Control Plans prior to project approval.

This PY 2010-11, CWP updated and aligned the CCC Inspection Plan, Enforcement Response Plan, and Master Facility List (HSDROUT) of 

unincorporated industrial/commercial businesses, food service facility list and equestrian master horseboarding list. County Environmental Health 

Department‟s IT Division was instrumental in providing CWP with their current master list of all licensed countywide food service facilities which PWD  

IT-GIS Division was able to extract additional unincorporated facilities from for inspection in the PY 2011-12.  These include sites addressed within 

cities, but physically located in unincorporated jurisdiction which historically have been omitted from our database. 

 

CWP also worked at cleaning up relevant databases and increasing the number of unincorporated industrial facilities by comparing the HSDROUT 

Master Facilities List to numerous Statewide databases including:  US EPA‟s Toxics Release Inventory Database which added 1-NOI and 2-NPDES 

facilities in Dec. 2010; and RWQCBs‟ NPDES General Industrial Permit Database which added 17 facilities with their individual NPDES permits in 

March 2011.  All will be inspected during the upcoming PY 2011-12.  In addition CWP staff digitally mapped all facilities located in close proximity 

to CCC boundaries and removed approximately 80 businesses which have been annexed into cities, particularly the Town of Oakley.   

 

CCC is currently in the process of aligning the current ranking system of all facilities with the potential to pollute stormwater in HSDROUT to the 

inspection frequency schedule recommended in the Clean Water Program‟s Business Model Inspection Plan in order to better prioritize inspections 

of businesses with the greatest potential to pollute during these lean economic times.  Last Fall, at the start of our PY 2010-11Interdepartmental 

Agreement cycle, CWP met with and trained Stormwater Inspectors and Management from our partner departments, County Health Services-

Hazardous Materials Programs and Environmental Health in the PY 2010-11 Inspection Plan in hopes of standardizing our stormwater inspection 

procedures at industrial/commercial businesses, food service facilities and horse boarding facilities.  In mid-year the HazMat Stormwater inspection 

program manager retired and was replaced by a new program coordinator that formerly worked at the Central Valley RWQCB, bringing a higher 

level of water quality awareness and experience to the inspection program.  Our current two stormwater inspectors from Environmental Health 

were also expanded to a total of six inspectors who will be dedicated to West, central and east County Service Areas allowing teams to become 

more familiar with the businesses and issues in each of their unique areas of CCC.  

 

This year CWP is pleased to report compliance at a local strip mall located adjacent to Grayson Creek that for years struggled with managing 

their dumpster area. Issues involved multiple food service businesses sharing several dumpsters which were left open during business hours resulting 

in the discharge to litter to CCC‟s adjacent trash hotspot.  Issues at the site were complicated by uninvolved ownership with a property owner that 

leased the space from the County‟s Flood Control District which was managed by a property management company with staff turnover.   For 

years open dumpsters have been blamed on homeless persons that allegedly cut master locks for access to the dumpsters‟ contents.  After 
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several onsite meetings with all involved parties including registered Environmental Health Food Inspectors that have the authority to red-tag/close 

businesses, a feasible process has been found and dumpsters continue to remain closed when not in use. 

 

As in past years, numerous run-off issues continue to be discovered at unincorporated horse boarding facilities related to improper manure 

management and wash racks and surface drainage systems being directly connected to receiving surface waterways.  Historically these facilities 

have not been inspected as part of our MS4 stormwater inspection program since most occur in largely agricultural areas which specifically in East 

County have been exempted from our East Contra Costa County Municipal NPDES Permit No. CAS083313 adopted this permit year Sept. 23, 2010.  

Under Findings, Existing permits (13.)”The County and portions of the Cities are composed of mainly agricultural, rural and open space land uses.  It 

is not the intent of the federal stormwater regulations to regulate stormwater discharges from land uses of these types.  Therefore, these areas of 

the County and Cities are exempt from the requirements of this permit.”   

 

Even so, Environmental Health Stormwater Inspectors on behalf of CWP, continue to work with these types of facilities towards corrective action 

for violations by issuing warning notices (Level 1 enforcement as opposed to NOVs) and by providing BMP recommendations for installation of dry 

wells or swales that can collect/filter run-off prior to it reaching receiving waterways.  Inspectors continue to disseminate the folders “Stormwater 

Pollution Prevention Resources for Horse boarding facilities” filled with horse and clean water publications. The PY 2010-11, CWP partnered with a 

fellow County agency and provided a letter of support to the Contra Costa Resource Conservation District for a Bay Area Livestock and Land 

Grant that could also increase our pollution prevention outreach possibilities to these types of agricultural facilities.  Although we were not 

awarded, we continue to work with our RCD partners and other County outreach/inspection programs such as the County‟s Green Business 

program to increase clean water awareness at facilities in unincorporated County.  

 

This PY 2010-11, CWP staff chaired the Contra Costa Clean Water Program‟s Municipal Operations Committee, attended the CA Clean Water 

Environment‟s Pretreatment, Pollution Prevention (P3S) conference with breakout sessions related to issues found while conducting industrial 

inspections, and participated in the quarterly County Environmental Health‟s Code Enforcement workshops sponsored in conjunction with 

California Hazardous Materials Investigators Association (CHMIA).

HazMat further 

records recommendations when in the inspector‟s professional judgment, the facility could improve their stormwater pollution prevention 

controls by the implementation of BMPs or if existing BMPs can be improved.  Violations at industrial, commercial and food service facilities 

are recorded on a Notice of Violation form while issues found at horse boarding facilities are recorded on a Horse boarding Inspection 

Report and issued as Warning Notices.

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According to CCC‟s Enforcement Response Plan (ERP), and taking into account the fact that two different agencies conduct stormwater  

inspections at unincorporated businesses, each with their unique perspective for determining when issues encountered should be 

deemed violations at the various types of facilities they routinely inspect, CCC has developed an „Enforcement Response Plan Inspection 

Report Terminology‟ matrix which attempts to reconcile violation semantics between HazMat, Environmental Health, the RWQCBs‟ annual 

reporting format and CCC‟s ERP.   

 

2) The main reasons for why CCC has a somewhat low rate of corrective action for violations is not because they haven‟t been corrected – 

in many cases they are corrected immediately but not recorded.  Also at horse boarding facilities, stormwater issues are recorded with 

warning notices, for many types of corrective action needed such as construction of dry wells or constructed wetlands, permitting may 

be required which cannot reasonably be completed within 10 business days nor the 30 calendars days the County deems as still being 

resolved in a  timely manner.  In other instances, the stormwater inspector could not schedule their follow-up inspection within the 10/30 

day window even though compliance was achieved within this time. 

 

The most common type of violation found at CCC food service facilities requires explanation.  If dumpsters are found to be open at food 

service facilities, the situation is recorded as a potential violation since no illicit discharge to the stormdrain system has occurred but there 

is the potential for the wind to disperse trash or potential precipitation to become contaminated.  These would be considered a minor 

violation and although in most cases facility operators would have closed dumpsters immediately while inspectors were on site, if this 

corrective action was not specifically recorded in the inspection reports, CWP could not report corrective action was achieved within 10 

business days.  Open dumpsters and the presence of trash outside/around the dumpster/trash enclosure area were the most common 

types of violations found at food service facilities.  These conditions also account for the low percentage of violations corrected in a timely 

manner because as potential discharges return/follow-up inspections are not conducted for open dumpsters nor trash around enclosure 

areas.  Inspectors have been notified of this situation and will ensure better recording of corrective actions taken while onsite in PY 2011-

12.

Program Highlights  

Provide background information, highlights, trends, etc.  

This PY 2010-11 CWP continued to spend a considerable amount of time responding to and referring illicit discharge complaints and further 

developing CCC‟s Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination (IDDE) program.  CWP IDDE staff were also joined by an in-house Erosion Control 

Stormwater Inspector which helped relieve some of the high work load ID response, such as reporting and referrals generated in unincorporated 

County where rural roadsides attract dumping of construction debris, large objects like mattresses, appliances and other solid waste.   

 

Other C.5 notable activities achieved this Permit Year 2010-11 include: 

-Purchased two digital wireless surveillance cameras which will be installed at two roadside dumping hotspots in Bay Point and Franklin Canyon in 

the hopes of deterring illegal dumpers. 

-Participated in the Bay Point Code Enforcement Task Force facilitated by Supervisor Glover to coordinate multiple County agencies involved with 

trash and illegal dumping issues around the community. 

-Found new contacts in Union Pacific and Burlington Northern railroads which have proven useful in abating illicit discharge issues along the 

railroad right of ways in Bay Point, Pacheco and Franklin Canyon. 

-Continued to make available the County‟s two car washing kits for use during charity/fundraising car washes to allow events to proceed while 

protecting the stormdrain system.  At the end of last summer, two student workers produced a video about the environmental benefits of the kits. 

-Created a general “Illicit Discharge Notice of Violation” form which can be used by stormwater inspectors for documenting illicit discharges and 

gaining corrective action within 10 business days; the form helps explain to dischargers why the discharge of pollutants to the stormdrain is 

prohibited in order to provide incentive for changing behavior. 

-Developed a brochure “NPDES Compliance for pools” which is disseminated by Environmental Health Plan Checkers which will help educate 

developers/property owners installing new or remodeling existing pools, in storm water protection for this potentially high volume non-stormwater 

discharge.  The brochure will also be mailed to 6,200+ property owner in unincorporated County with existing pools during PY 2011-12.   

-Continued to produce the annual Watershed Calendar which in 2011 provided monthly messages and stunning local photography intended to 

connect people to their watersheds and fostering stormwater protection.  Several months were dedicated to IDDE‟s including February: 

Preventing pollutants in urban run-off; May: Stormdrain system protection; August: Washing cars at car washes; September: Pet waste removal; 

October: Pool or pond treatment and no discharging;  

 

This PY 2010-11, CWP staff chaired the Contra Costa Clean Water Program‟s Municipal Operations Committee and attended the CA Clean Water 

Environment‟s Pretreatment, Pollution Prevention (P3S) conference with breakout sessions related to pollution prevention, emerging contaminants 

and stormwater enforcement.

Refer to the C.5 Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination section of countywide program‟s PY 2010-11 Annual Report for a description of efforts 

by countywide committees/work group and the BASMAA Municipal Operations Committee to address mobile businesses.  

 

Generally CCC does not hire mobile surface cleaners since most facility maintenance is performed in-house by GSD.  If mobile carpet/surface 

cleaners are contracted they must follow strict CCC contract specifications which include following all applicable local, State and Federal laws. 

 

CCC stormwater inspectors educate food service facility and other commercial business owners/operators in stormwater pollution prevention 

BMPs including hiring pressure washing companies that are BASMAA certified, or Central Contra Costa Sanitary District‟s (CCCSD) Mobile Surface 

Washing-Permitted, in order to ensure no wastewater from mobile cleaning operations is being discharged to the CCC stormdrain system.   

 

CWP continues to host a webpage dedicated to educating the public about hiring mobile surface washers that follow high environmental 

standards in their operations including proper permitting and disposal of wastewater.  Businesses found to be out of compliance in protecting the 

County‟s stormwater system from illicit discharges are subject to the enforcement action of escalating severity as prescribed in the County‟s 

Enforcement Response Plan. 

 

This PY 2010-11 five storm water inspectors from multiple CCC agencies attended California Water Environment Associations‟ quarterly workshop 

with technical presentation titled “Oh Crude Controlling Pollution for Mobil Washer,” and learned more about CCCSD aggressive mobile washing 

permit program. 
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C.5.e.iii ►Evaluation of Collection System Screening Program

and any changes to the screening program this PY. 

Description: 

CCC routinely performs inspections of various storm drain system screening points particularly prior to and during the rainy season.  PWD 

Maintenance Division Road Crews inspect and clean catch basins along 650 miles of CCC roads. Historically data from these activities were 

compiled in the field and entered into the MaintStar work activity tracking system from which queries are run to acquire data for this Annual 

Report.    

 

Beginning in PY 2010/11 BASMAA developed a new C.5.e Storm System Screening Form which was first utilized this permit year by CWP staff to 

collect more qualitative information about the status of our MS4 screening points.  The standard BASMAA MS4 forms were slightly altered to 

include fields that match our drainage inventory points surveyed with those mapped/ID numbers. 

   

Last Permit Year PWD‟s GIS Division determined that CCC has the following urban and suburban jurisdictional area, less open space: 48.45 square 

miles in Region 2 and 17.80 square miles in Region 5.  Therefore, 66 screening points were proportionally selected between RWQCB Regions.  GIS 

developed field survey maps showing all drainage features (i.e. flood control facilities, creeks, drainage inlets, head walls, outfalls) and overlayed 

our unincorporated jurisdiction with Commercial and Industrial General Plan land use areas.  They also imported locations of food service facilities 

and industrial and commercial businesses within these maps to allow CWP stormwater inspectors to seek out screening points located 

downstream of these higher potential to pollute urban industrial and commercial areas.  

 

Lessons learned included the need to inspect most locations during the rainy season when conveyed water within storm drain systems made it 

easier to track illicit discharge sources vs. inspecting only dry catch basins and drainage inlets during dry weather conditions.  Not surprisingly very 

few IDs such as petroleum sheen or evidence of non-stormwater liquid discharges were detected.  The majority of ID detected included litter and 

trash or solid waste dumps or stormdrain blockages from leaves/organics or sediment.

Comments: 

The majority of illicit discharges in CCC are 1) Household hazardous waste(HHW) related abandonments along the County road right of way 

followed by 2) Erosion from denuded hillsides or ineffective drainage systems and 3) Solid waste illegal dumps.  Generally HHW or other hazardous 

waste containers are intact and there is no actual chemical discharge to the environment.  HazMat prioritizes such incidents and usually responds 

within hours of receiving notification even if calls come in after normal business hours.   

 

Sediment and erosion discharges are often difficult to abate since the County cannot correct violations on private property using public funds.  As 

a result CWP staff often finds itself in the public education arena, needing to convince property owners of the impacts of their inaction.  Often 

many of these types of complaints result from neighbor disputes and require substantial resources to improve outdated drainage features and 

require permits from multiple agencies - all of which takes time.  CWP now has a dedicated in-house Erosion Control Stormwater Inspector to work 

on such complaints which will increase corrective action rates.

Comments: 

The reason that the number of inspections above does not reflect a minimum of one inspection per month per project through the duration of the 

rainy season is because a number of projects either did not commence site work until part way through the rainy season (or after the end of the 

rainy season), or the project was completed and disturbed areas were adequately stabilized with hardscaping and/or established vegetation 

prior to or during the rainy season.  Also, although all inspections contain construction site stormwater management elements, a number of 

additional C.6 inspections included in the numbers provided above were either “extra” inspections, or inspections to ensure that violations were 

corrected in a timely manner.  The numbers reported above do not include all inspection (even though they all contain construction site 

stormwater management elements), but rather only include stormwater-specific inspections.  As noted earlier, all inspections have a stormwater 

component; CCC does not, however, tabulate the total number of such inspections for projects that neither disturb more than one acre of land, 

nor have been deemed High Priority.  Also, CCC does not track (in the tables below) Level I or Level II  enforcement actions for projects that are 

not required to be inspected monthly by Provision C.6; no Level II or Level IV enforcement actions were issued for projects not reported in this 

section. 

 

*The three projects designated “High Priority” may not disturb more than one acre of soil.  None of these three projects received permits.  Please 

note that these are the same three projects that did not correct violations within 30 days, and for which Level IV Enforcement has been initiated.

Generally, CCC has experienced quick response from site development personnel in correcting violations (i.e., correcting violations within 10 days 

or prior to the next rain, whichever came first, or within timelines required by Inspectors where weather and/or site conditions justified allowing 

more time for violations to be corrected.  The vast majority of these were corrected in less than 10 days. 

 

The three violations not fully corrected within 30 days are the same three projects noted as High Priority projects in Table C.6.e.iii.a,b,c, and also 

happen by no coincidence to be the same three projects noted in Table C.6.e.iii.1.e as having merited Level IV Enforcement Actions.

Comparison of CCC‟s PY 2010-11 inspection data to data from the previous permit year is not recommended.  While data for PY2009-2010 is far 

more extensive, it included many inspections of projects for which inspection data was not required to be included in the NPDES Annual Report 

(i.e., projects that neither exceeded one acre of land disturbance, nor were deemed “High Priority” by the County; also included were many 

inspections that were neither “monthly” inspections required by C.6, nor follow-up to ensure that violations were corrected within 10 business days 

or prior to the next rain event).  The data set for PY 2010-11 is significantly smaller not only since a smaller percentage of inspections is included, but 

also because fewer projects were under construction during PY 2010-11 than had been the previous year. 

 

The relatively small number of projects underway during PY 2010-11 means that the sample size for inspections is fairly small.  Since only monthly 

inspections and follow-up inspections are reported (generally) within this section, far fewer inspections are reported than in previous years (as CCC 

has modified its C.6 tracking and reporting to better align with the requirements of the MRP.

“Needs Attention,” as opposed to only reporting BMP categories in which the Inspector indicates “Violation” on the inspection form, suggests that 

construction site personnel are implementing fairly effective construction site controls.   

 

The percentage of Violations corrected within an acceptable time frame (84%, per Table C.6.e.1.h,i) is indicative that CCC Inspectors are doing a 

good job compelling site developers to quickly correct violations.  It is interesting to note that the vast majority of observed violations reported 

(68%, per Table C.6.e.iii.1.d) were in the Sediment Control BMP Category.  It should be noted that many of these noted that Street Sweeping 

“Needs Attention,” and that many of these Violations were corrected the same day.  Several especially tight sites that did not have adequate 

space for an ideally-implemented construction entrance yielded violations in this category, so frequent street sweeping was necessary (and was 

generally conducted as a matter of general business, not just in response to Inspectors‟ requirements). 

 

It should be noted that it is purely coincidental that a total of 25 Violations were reported in Table C.6.e.iii.1.d, and that 25 Enforcement Actions 

are reported in Table C.6.e.iii.1.e.  The Violations reported in Table C.6.e.iii.1.d include a number of inspections in which Violations were cited in 

more than one BMP category during the same inspection.  The Enforcement Actions reported in Table C.6.e.iii.1.e include multiple enforcement 

actions undertaken against the same site for the same Violation on multiple dates. 

 

Additional discussion is merited for the three projects that are reported as High Priority in Table C.6.e.iii.a,b,c, which are also the same three 

projects noted as having triggered Level IV Enforcement Actions in Table C.6.e.iii.1.e.  These three relatively similar sites involve significant amounts 

of grading and/or soil stockpiling without permits; all three projects are cited within Table C.6.e.iii.1.d as having Violations with regards to Erosion 

Control and Sediment Control.  However, no actual Illicit Discharges have been observed or inferred (although the potential exists).  It is unclear 

whether some or all of these involve more than one acre of land disturbance, so it may be that one or more of the projects is miscategorized as 

High Priority.   CCC staff conducted initial inspections of these sites after learning that these unauthorized activities were occurring, and upon 

observing the inadequacy of Erosion and Sediment Control BMPs, immediately initiated enforcement actions (which was escalated from Level I to 

Level II to Level IV, skipping Level III).  These three sites have required multi-departmental coordination in response, and have been referred to the 

CCC District Attorney‟s Office for prosecution as necessary to eliminate Violations and related threats to water quality (as well as other related 

issues).

Please also refer to the previous comment field, as some evaluation of inspection program effectiveness is interspersed with interpretation of 

inspection data for the sake of continuity.  CCC has some excellent inspectors in both the Public Works Department (who are general responsible 

for inspections within the public right-of-way, both for private projects and public projects) and the Department of Conservation and 

Development (who are generally responsible for projects on private property).  All inspectors have a number of years (more than 5) experience, 

and have been trained regularly throughout their tenure with CCC.  It should be noted, however,  that that one half of CCC‟s Grading Inspectors 

(but no Public Works Inspectors) were laid off during PY 2010-11 since the current land development climate, and related CCC budget situation, 

did not allow CCC to continue to employ all Grading Inspectors. Ideally, if development recovers quickly enough, CCC will be able to rehire the 
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same Inspectors (and not sacrifice all of the training is has put them through).  Please note that no Public Works Inspectors had to be laid off 

during PY 2010-11. 

 

In response to recommendations that came from the audit of CCC‟s construction controls program (during PY 2009-10) and the requirements of 

the Municipal Regional Permit (and Region V MS4 NPDES Permit), the County has revisited its inspection program.  Implementation of new 

construction site stormwater inspection forms, which populate a spreadsheet with inspection data, has significantly improved CCC‟s program.  

The forms have enhanced the relevancy of the information sought, and facilitate in reviewing data.  Use of the new electronic forms, which are 

completed during inspections, has improved both the inspection process (for construction site stormwater management) and the 

tracking/reporting procedure.  This had proven a great improvement over the manual entry of data into a spreadsheet, as had been previously 

done.    Many lessons have been learned during the first year of implementing these forms, and further improvement is anticipated as the 

procedures are optimized in response to lessons learned.  Overall procedures for ensuring that projects comply with C.6 (i.e. inspections, follow-up, 

etc.) were reviewed in association with deployment of the new forms, which assured that the new forms and related processes met and 

exceeded requirements.  Implementation of the electronic forms has not, however, been without glitches.  CCC experienced several with 

recovery and processing of electronic Construction Site Stormwater Inspection Forms, some of which pertained to recovery of forms from laid-off 

Grading Inspectors‟ computers, and others relating to network storage problems.  Therefore, although the above-reported figures may be 

accurate, there is some concern that a number of inspection forms may not have been recovered, which might impact entries into various tables 

throughout this section.  If CCC succeeds in recovering any forms that were not included in this report, a revised section C.6 will be prepared and 

provided to the Regional Water Quality Control Boards.  Since no further layoffs are anticipated, and better systems are being implemented to 

ensure that all forms are properly filed electronically, it is anticipated that these glitches associated constitute a one-time anomaly associated with 

both layoffs and the first year of implementing electronic forms will not present a problem in the future. 

 

One of the most notable weaknesses of the program results from the simple fact that the CCC had to lay off one half if its Grading Inspectors 

during PY2010-11.  This compounds recent losses to contract Construction Inspectors who had previously provided ongoing inspection services to 

the Public Works Department.  Although this correlates to the reduction in projects that are being developed in this down economy, it threatens 

both continuity and morale. 

 

It should be noted that a CCC  staff member attends/represents CCC on both the Contra Costa Clean Water Program‟s and BASMAA‟s 

Development Committees (and related work groups), and served as Chair of the Contra Costa Clean Water Program‟s Development Committee 

on behalf of CCC during PY 2010-11.

-Met with City of Richmond to gain lessons learned from their Styrofoam ban and began talks to undertake similar ordinance/ban for food service 

facilities in unincorporated County.

-Planning for 2nd phase of FTCD installations  

-Conducted numerous roadside drainage/pre-creek trash clean ups throughout the year

-Developed grant application to be submitted to Cal Recycle Grant to install illegal dumping exclusion devices along two County rural

CCC has also put considerable effort into the full trash capture device requirement in conjunction with our participation in the bay Area Full Trash 

Capture Demonstration Project grant (sponsored by the San Francisco Estuary Project and the Association of Bay Area Governments.  CCC has 

conducted intensive scoping and investigations of potential FTCD locations throughout unincorporated CCC.  Initial studies sought to identify 

areas where storm drain infrastructure is suspected of conveying disproportionately large volumes of trash.  An initial set of potential locations was 

then reviewed to determine which areas‟ infrastructure is conducive to retrofit with Full Trash Capture Devices (FTCDs), both due to the design of 

the infrastructure being physically receptive to the retrofits (and that it will subsequently possible to maintain the FTCDs), and specific locations 

where any clogging that should occur would cause minimal damages to property and pose relatively little risk to public health.  Subsequent 

investigations have sought to refine these locations to specific catch basins (and other storm drain infrastructure) where FTCD installation will yield 

the most cost effective removal of trash from stormwater, which has been completed for some areas that are targeted for FTCD installation, while 
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others are still underway.  These studies preceding installation of FTCDs have involved collaboration between staff from CWP, Flood Control 

Division and Maintenance Division.  We have worked with our Maintenance Division and Flood Control District to insure selected sites will be 

feasible to clean/maintain and will not pose a flooding threat if backed-up with trash.   

 

CCC continues to participate in the Clean Water Program‟s Municipal Operations Committee to receive updates about the grant program, 

including receiving multiple product presentations from local FTCD vendors, and to participate in the development of County-wide approaches 

to full trash capture.

CCC was instrumental this PY 2010-11 in developing a complete Mercury guide for consumers and businesses was designed to explain everything 

we need to know about protecting our families, workplace and the environment from mercury by encouraging proper  collection and recycling 

of mercury and mercury-containing devices.  Topics covered include:  What‟s Wrong with Mercury; Does your Dental Office have a Mercury 

Recovery System; Mercury in the Environmental; Mercury Moves up the Food Chain; Mercury Contamination in Fish; Mercury Controls your Can 

Do; Mercury in our Devices; If a Mercury-Containing Item Breaks; Convert to Fluorescent Lights and CFLs; How to Safely Manage Bulbs; Regulation 

to Reduce Mercury; and Mercury in the Bay-Delta Watershed.  The booklet will be disseminated to all industrial and commercial businesses in our 

database in order to educate those that have Standard Industrial Classifications (SICs) indicating mercury uses; dental offices and businesses likely 

to have fluorescent light fixtures. 

 

As part of our contract: “Partnership for the MRP Pollution Prevention” with the non-profit watershed education group, the Watershed Project 

(tWP), $15,000 has been allocated to design and implement a mercury collection and recycling campaign to take place during large events or 

through trade-in/replacement programs.  tWP has worked with Friends of Marsh Creek Watershed Coordinator to set-up a mercury thermometer 

trade-in/digital thermometer replacement in East County. 

 

Additionally, CCC‟s Stormwater Industrial/Commercial Inspection Program included Pollutant of Concern training this Permit Year 2010/11 in 

identifying, reporting and the use of appropriate BMPs for containing Mercury and Mercury-containing equipment as well as for Copper and PCBs 

source control.  In-house training was conducted twice this Permit Year.  The first was held in conjunction with the Contra Costa Clean Water 

Program‟s Municipal Operations Committee July 22, 2010 meeting in Concord, CA and was attended by 2 CWP staff and 1 County Building 

Inspector.  The next training was held as part of the annual Commercial/Industrial Stormwater Inspector Training Workshop held in Concord, CA on 

February 24, 2011 and was attended by 2 CWP staff, 13 HazMat and 6  Environmental Health Stormwater Inspectors and 2 Stormwater Managers. 

 

Hazmat inspectors have been notified to pay particular attention to facilities that have SIC codes that identify mercury activities, such as 

electroplating operations, auto dismantling, etc. and to document such instance on their Inspection reports.  They have been trained to educate 

owners and operators of these facilities to properly manage and dispose (recycle) of mercury and mercury-containing devices.

Not all mercury and PCB load reduction actions were tracked using “loads removed” methods this fiscal year. In the Program's PY 2009-10 Annual

C.11.g). Based on Water Board staff comments, a revised method will be presented in the Program's PY 2010-11Annual Report and/or the BASMAA

Summary 

A summary of countywide Program and regional accomplishments for these sub-provisions are included within the C.11 Mercury Controls section 

of Program‟s PY 2010-11 Annual Report and/or the BASMAA Regional POC Report. 

  

CCC continues to have an active street sweeping program that sweeps all curbed & guttered streets in unincorporated County once per month. 

The goal is to remove pollutant loads by removing sediments they bind to before they reach the stormdrain system.  This PY 2010-11 our sweeping 

Contractor and PWD Maintenance Surface Treatment Sweeper removed 4090 cubic yards of debris which represents 0.59 pounds of Mercury.  

 

Additionally this year our partner for operating the North Richmond Storm Drain Pump Station, West County Wastewater District, cleaned all 

accumulated sediment from the bottom of the wet wells, removing 2 cubic yards totaling 3,223 pounds of sediment. This was the first thorough 

clean-up at the pump station in approximately seven years and required completely draining each half of the pump station.  Analytical was run 

on a composite sample of sediment which found a Total Threshold Concentration Limit (TTLC) of 0.18 mg/kg mercury, well below the 20 mg/kg 

TTLC regulatory limit for this and all other analytes including Total Metals, PCBs (Arocolors), Pyrethrins, Semi-Volatile & Volatile Organics and Total 

Petroleum Hydrocarbons, thus rendering the waste non-hazardous.

In PY 2009-10, inspector training materials were developed by BASMAA and provided in the PY 2009-10 BASMAA Regional POC Report. A 

description of efforts to train municipal industrial inspectors was provided in PY 2009-10 permittee and/or Program Annual Reports. Additionally, 

CCC‟s Stormwater Industrial/Commercial Inspection Program included Pollutant of Concern training this Permit Year 2010-11 in identifying, 

reporting and the use of appropriate BMPs for PCBs as well as Mercury and Copper.  In-house training was conducted twice this Permit Year.  The 

first was held in conjunction with the Contra Costa Clean Water Program‟s Municipal Operations Committee July 22, 2010 meeting in Concord, CA 

and was attended by 2 CWP staff and 3 County Building Inspectors.  The next training was held as part of the annual Commercial/Industrial 

Stormwater Inspector Training Workshop held in Concord, CA on February 24, 2011 and was attended by 2 CWP staff, 13 HazMat and 6 

Environmental Health Stormwater Inspectors and 2 Stormwater Managers. 

 

CWP also developed another guidance Booklet this PY 2010-11titled ”NPDES Compliance for Pollutants of Concern:  Mercury, PCBs and Copper.”  

The POC booklet was developed from BASMAA POC Training materials.  It is in final draft stage with graphics being added and will be completed 

early in PY 2011-12.  It is intended to be a useful training tool and reference manual for HazMat Stormwater Inspectors and will also be mailed to 

industrial and commercial businesses in unincorporated Contra Costa County having SICs indicating the presence of PCBs and other POCs onsite. 

The educational booklet includes topics related to Best Management Practices for PCBs; TSCA Regulations; Provision C.12 PCB Controls; Sources of 

PCBs; PCB-Containing Equipment; PCB Sources in Older Buildings; Industrial/Commercial Facilities of Concern w/PCBs; PCB-Containing Equipment 

Requirements: Equipment Labeling, Facility Labeling, Recordkeeping & Reporting; Regulatory Agencies for PCB Referrals; and Joint Provision C.11

Summary

As part of CCC‟s participation with the Contra Costa Clean Water Program‟s Monitoring Committee, CWP staff were actively involved this PY 

2010-11 in the PCB Caulk Project, a grant program being administered by the San Francisco Estuary Partnership to address the PCB TMDL in the 

San Francisco Bay by a proposed regulatory process that would require municipalities to permit contractors/developers in a Model 

Implementation Process for addressing PCBs in caulk similar to the asbestos abatement program.  Permittees would be required to oversee 

building demos and remodels to ensure proper sampling, certification, run-off/ stormwater pollution prevention plans (SWPPPs) and application of 

control measures are in place to minimize PCBs in caulk from impacting urban run-off. Unfortunately none of CCC‟s current projects fit the criteria 

(municipal building demolition/remodel that was a concrete/masonry structure built between the years: 1950-1978, that was used in a 

commercial, industrial or high density residential capacity).  Even so, CWP continues to provide feedback and remain involved in the PCBs in 

Caulk Project as it unfolds and develops. 

 

CCC continues to have an active street sweeping program that sweeps all curbed & guttered streets in unincorporated County once per month. 

The goal is to remove pollutant loads by removing sediments they bind to before they reach the stormdrain system.  This PY 2010-11 our sweeping

The legislation required a reduction of copper in brake pads sold in CA to <5% by 2021 and down to a de minimis 0.5% by weight by 2025.  Thanks

Summary 

At the start of this PY 2010-11 inspection cycle, Hazmat inspectors were asked to pay particular attention to facilities that have SIC codes that 

identify Copper activities including SIC 5015 - MOTOR VEHICLE PARTS, USED (10 facilities); SIC 5093 - SCRAP & WASTE MATERIALS (7 facilities); SIC 

3471 - ELECTROPLATING, PLATING, POLISHING, ANODIZING & COLORING (1 facility); SIC 3499 - MANUFACURING FABRICATED METAL PRODUCTS (1 

facility); SIC 4493 - BOAT YARDS/MARINAS (w/on shore maintenance yards) (2 facilities); and SIC 7549 - AUTOMOTIVE SERVICES (2 facilities).  The 

majority of these facilities were inspected in PY 2009-10.  We inspected 4 facilities with copper related SICs this PY 2010-11.  Inspectors have been 

trained to educate owners and operators of these facilities to properly manage copper and copper-containing equipment in order to limit 

stormwater contamination and to document these instances on applicable facilities‟ inspection reports. 

 

CCC‟s Stormwater Industrial/Commercial Inspection Program included Pollutant of Concern training this Permit Year 2010/11 in identifying, 

reporting and the use of appropriate BMPs for Copper as well as Mercury and PCBs.  In-house training was conducted twice this Permit Year.  The 

first was held in conjunction with the Contra Costa Clean Water Program‟s Municipal Operations Committee July 22, 2010 meeting in Concord, CA 

and was attended by 2 CWP staff and 3 County Building Inspectors.  The next training was held as part of the annual Commercial/Industrial 

Stormwater Inspector Training Workshop held in Concord, CA on February 24, 2011 and was attended by 2 CWP staff, 13 HazMat and 6 Env. 

Health Stormwater Inspectors + 2 Stormwater Managers.

CCBN has 

invited distinguished speakers from the California Department of Pesticide Regulation, USEPA, the research community and other private sector 

companies to guide our efforts in understanding and encouraging alternatives to copper-based anti-fouling paints.

This PY 2010-11 CWP staff received several illicit discharge complaints related to excess irrigation water being discharged to Discovery Bay in East 

Contra Costa County during the Fall and Summer planting season.  Since this winter was a particularly wet year, farmers have surplus water and 

have had repeated reported discharges conveying unused irrigation water along roadside ditches for miles.  CCC is very concerned that 

pesticides, including legacy pesticides and naturally-occurring selenium may be becoming mobilized and discharged to receiving surface waters.  

CCC has worked with various irrigation districts including Byron-Bethany Irrigation District (BBID) and East Contra Costa Irrigation District (ECCID) to 

educate and encourage their farming customers to employ proper BMPs for better managing their irrigation water.   We have also encouraged 

complainants to refer concerns to the SWRCB‟s Irrigated Lands Waiver Program since agricultural lands are outside the purview of our MS4 system 

and specifically exempted in our East Contra Costa County Municipal NPDES Permit.

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Summary: 

This PY 2010-11 CWP disseminated via watershed coordinators and creek groups the Water-Wise Gardening in Contra Costa County CDs that 

were developed by CWP and several co-Permittees a number of years ago.  CWP also participated in and outreached for the Bay-Friendly 

Landscaping training that advocates IPM, drought-tolerant planting and proper irrigation management.  CWP is also a direct sponsor of the 

Bringing Back the Natives Garden Tour. This year 5 unincorporated gardens were selected for the tour and at least 183 residents from 

unincorporated areas registered for the tour. 

 

The 2011 Watershed Calendar also encouraged conservation, appropriate plant selection and irrigation practices via monthly outreach 

messages in Feb-Keep Clean Waters Clean; April-Put a LID on that landscaping; June-Pestered by Pest?-IPM is the Answer; and July-Save Water 

Today for a Greener Tomorrow.   

 

This PY 2010-11 CWP received one complaint related to small irrigation system overspray practices, which were reported under C.5 Illicit Discharge 

Detection and Elimination; CWP has also referred residents to their water purveyor, EBMUD who has a water conservation program that offers 

water audits to customers in the hopes of providing practical information to assist customers in reducing and targeting their water usage. 

For more information on Countywide efforts related to minimization of irrigation runoff, please refer to the C.3 New Development and 

Redevelopment, C.7. Public Information and Outreach and C.9. Pesticide Toxicity Control sections of the Program‟s PY 2010-11Annual Report as 

needed. 

 

Prior to PY 2010-11, CCC had implemented a Water Conservation Landscaping in New Developments Ordinance.  This, however, only regulated 

landscaping within new development projects.   

 

CCC is currently implementing state‟s model water efficient landscape ordinance while working toward adoption of its own ordinance.  This 

ordinance imposes requirements intended to reduce water usage and irrigation discharge for single-family homes installing 5000 or more square 

feet of new and/or rehab landscaping, and to tall other types of projects that are installing 2500 or more square feet of new and/or redeveloped 

landscaping.  Specific requirements include submittal of a water budget, estimations of total water use (with limitations), and 

landscaping/irrigation plans.  The ordinance also includes irrigation design requirements intended to reduce water use and prevent overspray and 

runoff.  There is potential for the CCC ordinance to tie into CCC‟s Stormwater Management and Discharge Control Ordinance by deeming 

irrigation overspray an illicit discharge if it reaches the storm drain and/or waterways.

approximately 2.75 million square feet. 

 

2. CONTRACT PERIOD 

 

This contract shall cover the period from December 1, 2009 through November 30, 2010 or an 

equivalent period depending upon the date of contract award. This contract may be renewed for two 

(2) one (1)-year periods at the expiration of its term by mutual agreement of the vendor and the 

County. 

 

3. BID EVALUATION 

 

The County of Contra Costa reserves the right to award on the basis of low total bid, to split the 

award among two (2) or more companies if applicable, or any other combination that will best serve 

the interests of the County of Contra Costa.

6. GENERAL 

 

6.1 Description of Program: This contract will be part of a comprehensive Integrated Pest 

Management (IPM) program for the premises listed herein. IPM is a decision-making process for 

achieving long-term, cost-effective, and environmentally sound pest suppression and prevention. 

Pest populations are kept low enough to prevent intolerable damage or nuisance. IPM employs a 

wide variety of technological and management practices, including the following: 

 Structural and procedural modifications to reduce food, water, harborage, and access used by 

pests;  

 Other non-pesticide strategies such as monitoring for pest presence and trapping; 

 Pesticide compounds, formulations, and application methods that present the lowest potential 

hazard to humans, non-target organisms, and the environment; and 

 Coordination among all facilities management programs that have a bearing on the pest 

control effort. 

 

6.2 Contractor Service Requirements: 

A. The Contractor shall furnish all supervision, labor, materials, tools, and equipment necessary 

to accomplish the monitoring, trapping, pesticide application, and pest removal components 

of the IPM program. 

 

B. The Contractor shall provide to the building location contact, the General Services 

Department, and the IPM Coordinator written, detailed, site-specific recommendations for 

structural and procedural modifications to aid in pest prevention.  

 

C. The Contractor shall report to the building location contact, the General Services 

Department, and the IPM Coordinator any evidence or conditions conducive to pest 

infestation, which is not covered in the contract, at the time such condition is first noticed. 

 

6.3 Contractor Responsibilities:  

A. The Contractor shall be responsible for the implementation of the pest control program 

required by this contract and for fully complying with the applicable Federal, State, and local 

pesticide laws and regulations within the legal jurisdiction that the premises covered by this 

contract are located. 
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B. The Contractor is required to attend bi-monthly (2-hour) scheduled meetings of the IPM 

Advisory Committee as well as occasional ad hoc meetings or site visits approved by the IPM 

Coordinator. For all of the above meetings the Contractor must provide, free of charge, up to four (4) 

hours of his/her time per calendar month. 
 

6.4 Contractor Experience: Contractor must have a minimum of five (5) years of acceptable general 

experience in pest control services, three (3) of which have been in the State of California 

performing IPM services for public, commercial, or industrial clients. 

 

6.5 Contractor IPM Certification: The Contractor must maintain IPM certification by EcoWise 

Certified (www.ecowisecertied.org), Green Shield Certified (www.greenshieldcertified.org), OR 

GreenPro (www.npmagreenpro.org). If the Contractor is using GreenPro certification, the branch 

office that will provide the County pest control services must be specifically certified and must 

either have gone through a field audit or be preparing to go through a field audit. 

 

6.6 Contractor Personnel: The Contractor is responsible for providing personnel who have been 

trained and certified by the State of California to handle and apply the classes of pesticide products 

necessary to implement the pest control program required by this contract. Contractor shall hold a 

valid California Branch II Operator’s License. The contractor shall provide only qualified pest 

management personnel with experience in the conduct of IPM programs.  

 

A. IPM Service Technicians: Technicians shall hold California Branch II Field Representative’s 

Licenses and have at least five (5) years experience prior to assignment on County property. 

The County’s preference is for a single primary technician to handle the service. The 

Contractor can name an alternate to provide service when the primary technician is ill or on 

vacation, and another technician to provide after-hours and weekend services. 

 

B. Contract Supervisor: A supervisor and an alternate must be identified in the proposal. The 

supervisor must have the contractor's authority to act on matters pertaining to the performance of 

services required under the contract. This individual shall assure safety and carry out 

coordination and continuity of the program routine. The supervisor and alternate shall both have 

a working knowledge of this contract, the detailed Pest Management Plan, and the schedule for 

each site. The supervisor and alternate must both meet the qualifications identified under "IPM 

Service Technicians". 
 

7. PESTS INCLUDED AND EXCLUDED 

 

7.1 The Contractor Shall Adequately Suppress the Following Pests: 

A. Indoor populations of rodents, insects, arachnids, and other arthropods; 

B. Outdoor populations of potentially indoor-infesting species that are within the property 

boundaries of the specified buildings and that are invading the structure or are very likely to 

invade; 

C. Nests of stinging insects within the property boundaries of the specified buildings; and 

D. Individuals of all excluded pest populations that are incidental invaders inside the specified 

buildings, including winged termite swarmers emerging indoors. 

 

7.2 Populations of the Following Pests are Excluded from this Contract: 

A. Birds, bats, snakes, and all other vertebrates other than commensal rodents;

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B. Termites and other wood-destroying organisms; 

C. Mosquitoes; and 

D. Pests that primarily feed on outdoor vegetation. 

 

8. INITIAL BUILDING INSPECTIONS 

 

The Contractor shall complete a thorough, initial inspection of each building or site within ten (10) 

working days prior to the starting date of the contract. The purpose of the initial inspections is for the 

following: 

A. The Contractor to evaluate the pest control needs of all locations; 

B. The Contractor to identify problem areas and any equipment, structural features, structural 

deficiencies, personnel practices, or management practices that are contributing or may 

contribute to pest infestations; 

C. The County and the Contractor to determine the frequency for servicing each site; 

D. The County and the Contractor to discuss facilitation of Contractor access to all necessary 

areas of the facility or site; 

E. The County to inform the Contractor of any sites that require after-hours or weekend service; 

F. The County to inform the Contractor of any sensitive areas at each facility that have 

particular restrictions and inform the Contractor of areas that require special safety 

precautions in order to service the facility; and 

G. The Contractor to provide the name(s), qualifications (at least Branch II Field Representative 

License with 5 year experience), and cell phone number(s) of the technician(s) who will 

provide service to the County.  

 

9. PEST MANAGEMENT PLAN 

 

The Contractor shall submit to the IPM Coordinator and the Department of General Services, 

Administrative Services Facilities Agent, for approval, a Pest Management Plan for the County 

Structural IPM Program no later than ten (10) working days after the completion of the initial site 

inspections. Upon receipt of the Pest Management Plan, the County will render a decision regarding 

its acceptability within five (5) working days. If aspects of the Pest Management Plan are incomplete 

or disapproved, the Contractor shall have five (5) working days to submit revisions. 

 

The Contractor shall be responsible for carrying out work according to the approved Pest 

Management Plan. The Contractor shall receive the concurrence of the IPM Coordinator and the 

General Services Facilities Manager prior to implementing any subsequent changes to the approved 

Pest Management Plan, including additional or replacement pesticides and on-site service personnel. 

 

The Pest Management Plan (one (1) document covering all County buildings) shall consist of six 

parts as follows: 

 

A. Proposed Methods for Monitoring and Detection: The Contractor shall describe methods and 

procedures to be used for identifying sites of pest harborage and access, and for making objective 

assessments of pest population levels throughout the term of the contract. 

 

B. Description of Non-Chemical and Chemical Pest Control Methods for Key Pests: The Contractor 

shall describe methods and procedures (both non-chemical and chemical) that are proposed for 

controlling the major pests encountered in the initial building inspections. 
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C. Proposed Equipment and Materials for Service: 

1. On Attachment B, Pest Control Equipment List, the Contractor shall provide an electronic 

list of the brand names and methods of use for pesticide application equipment, rodent bait 

boxes, insect and rodent trapping devices, pest monitoring devices, pest detection equipment 

and any other pest control devices or equipment that may be used to provide service. 

2. On Attachment C, Proposed Pest Control Materials list, the Contractor shall provide an 

electronic list of the brand names, active ingredients, and method of use for all pesticides to 

be used.  

The Contractor shall also supply current labels and Material Safety Data Sheets for each 

pesticide listed. Authorization of all potential products to be used by the Contractor will be 

conducted before service commences. 

 

D. Service Schedule for Each Building or Site: The Contractor shall provide complete service 

schedules that include weekly or monthly frequency of Contractor visits, specific day(s) of the 

week of Contractor visits, and approximate duration of each visit. The County shall inform the 

Contractor of sites that require servicing to be performed when the building or area is vacated 

after regular working hours or on weekends. 

 

E. Description of any Structural or Operational Changes That Would Facilitate the Pest Control 

Effort:  The Contractor shall describe site-specific solutions for all observed sources of pest food, 

water, harborage, and access. 

 

F. Name and Contact Information for Pest Control Technicians Who Will Provide Service for Each 

Site: The Contractor shall provide the name(s), and cell phone number(s) of the technician(s) 

who will provide service to specific sites. 

 

10. RECORD KEEPING AND REPORTING 

 

10.1 On-Site Pest Control Notebook: The Contractor shall be responsible for maintaining a pest 

control notebook or file for each building or site specified in this contract. These records shall be 

kept on-site and maintained on each visit by the Contractor. Each notebook or file shall contain at 

least the following items: 

 

A. Pest Management Plan: A copy of the Contractor’s approved Pest Management Plan for 

County buildings, including 

1. Contractor’s Pest Control Equipment List and the Pest Control Materials List that has 

been approved by the County ; 

2. Labels and MSDS sheets for all pesticides used in the building; and 

3. Contractor’s service schedule for the building. 

 

B. Copies of Service Tickets: A clearly legible copy of each service ticket, signed and dated by 

an appointed person, documenting  

1. Identification of pest(s) found;  

2. Location(s) of infestations; 

3. All actions taken at the site, including 

a. The number and type of non-chemical pest control methods/devices employed; and  

b. The brand name, active ingredient(s), EPA Registration Number, locations, and 

amount of formulation of any pesticide applied; and 
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4. Any site-specific recommendations for structural and procedural modifications or 

sanitation measures to aid in pest prevention.  

 

10.2 Pesticide Use Reporting: The Contractor shall provide the IPM Coordinator with a monthly 

summary of pesticide use, recorded by building and date on Attachment D, Pesticide Use Reporting 

Form for County Buildings. The Contractor must also have Internet access and the ability to enter 

pesticide use information on-line if the County provides that reporting mechanism. 

 

11. POSTING FOR PESTICIDE USE 

 

The Contractor shall be responsible for following the County’s Draft Pesticide Treatment Posting 

and Notification Policy (see Attachment E). 

 

12. MANNER AND TIME TO CONDUCT SERVICE 

 

12.1 Time Frame of Service Visits:   

A. Routine Services: The Contractor shall perform routine pest control services that do not 

adversely affect occupants’ health or productivity during the regular hours of operation in 

buildings.  

 

B. After Hours Services: As mentioned above in 8.E, there may be sites that require servicing to 

be performed when the building or area is vacated after regular working hours or on 

weekends. These service days and times will be noted in the Pest Management Plan and there 

will be no additional charge for this service. 

 

C. Work Outside of Regularly Scheduled Service: When it is necessary to perform work outside 

of the regularly scheduled service time set forth in the Pest Management Plan, the Contractor 

shall notify the General Services Facilities Manager and the IPM Coordinator at least one (1) 

day in advance. 

 

12.2 Call Back Service: The Contractor shall provide one call back service per month per facility at 

no additional charge to the County. The County will request call back service when previous 

treatment fails to control the pests specified herein. Service work shall be guaranteed WITH CALL 

BACKS, AS REQUIRED. If the problem is not resolved within 48 hours of notification of call back, 

contractor shall return at no additional charge to the County. 

 

12.3 Safety and Health: The Contractor shall observe all safety precautions throughout the 

performance of this contract. All work shall be in strict accordance with all applicable Federal, state, 

and local safety and health requirements. Where there is a conflict between applicable regulations, 

the most stringent shall apply. 

A. The Contractor shall assume full responsibility and liability for compliance with all 

applicable regulations pertaining to the health and safety of personnel during the execution of 

work. 

 

12.4 Restricted Access: Some areas of the County have limited access due to security, and may 

require background investigations. Therefore, a schedule for a day and time must be approved by the 

site coordinator for EACH location receiving service. Once implemented, no deviation will be 

accepted without the prior approval of the site coordinator for the specified location. The Contractor 

shall adhere to these restrictions and incorporate them into the Pest Management Plan. 
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12.5 Uniforms and Protective Clothing: All Contractor personnel working in or around buildings 

specified in this contract shall wear distinctive uniform clothing. The Contractor shall determine the 

need for and provide any personal protective items required for the safe performance of work. 

Protective clothing, equipment, and devices shall, as a minimum, conform to U.S. Occupational 

Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) standards for the products being used. 

 

12.6. Vehicles: Vehicles used by the Contractor must be clearly marked and identified in accordance with 

State and local regulations 
 

13. SPECIAL REQUESTS AND EMERGENCY SERVICE 

 

On occasion, the County may request that the Contractor perform corrective, special, or emergency 

service(s) that are beyond routine service requests. The Contractor shall respond to these exceptional 

circumstances and complete the necessary work within three (3) hours after receipt of the request. 

All special and emergency services shall be recorded on a service ticket to be filed at the site and 

with the County General Services Department. 

 

14. GENERAL NON-CHEMICAL CONTROL METHODS 

 

14.1 Preferred Methods: Monitoring, preventive pest exclusion, habitat modification, and sanitation 

are the preferred methods of preventing or controlling an infestation and shall be part of the routine 

pest control service. Throughout the term of this contract, the Contractor shall be responsible for 

advising the Facilities Manager and the IPM Coordinator about any structural, sanitary, or 

procedural modifications that would reduce pest food, water, harborage, or access. 

 

14.2 Building Occupant Cooperation: The Contractor is to actively seek the cooperation of the 

building management and building occupants to help prevent and reduce pest populations in and 

around structures. In cases where the contractor deems such cooperation inadequate to successfully 

manage pests using IPM principles, the contractor will notify the Facilities Manager and IPM 

Coordinator in a timely fashion. 

 

14.3 Pest Exclusion: The Contractor may make limited application of approved sealants and other 

exclusion materials under sinks, around cabinets, pipe chases, windows and doors, exterior areas, 

etc., in lieu of, or to augment other pest control methods with approval from the Facilities Manager. 

 

14.4 Written Recommendations for Large-Scale Pest Exclusion: The Contractor must be proactive in 

identifying and, in some cases, correcting known or suspected problem areas that provide food, 

water, harborage, and access for pests in and around the building. The Contractor shall make written 

recommendations to the County Facilities Manager for the large-scale applications of sealants or 

exclusion materials (e.g., whole room or extensive exterior applications, or estimated completion 

time of thirty (30) minutes or more). 

 

14.5 Written Recommendations for Other Repairs or Procedural Modifications: The Contractor will 

also make written recommendations to the County Facilities Manager for other repairs or procedural 

modifications that will enhance pest prevention or control. 

 

14.6 Physical Control Methods: The use of vacuum cleaners, mechanical traps, insect light traps, and 

glue traps should be fully integrated into the day-to-day operations of the pest control program. 
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15. USE OF PESTICIDES 

 

The Contractor shall be responsible for application of pesticides according to the label. All pesticides 

used by the Contractor must be registered with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) 

and the State of California. Transport, handling, and use of all pesticides shall be in strict accordance 

with the manufacturer’s label instructions and all applicable Federal, state, and local laws and 

regulations. 

 

The Contractor shall adhere to the following rules for pesticide use: 

 

A. Approved Products: The Contractor shall not apply any pesticide product that has not been 

included in the Pest Management Plan or approved in writing by the IPM Coordinator.  

 

B. Pesticide Storage: The Contractor shall not store any pesticide product in the buildings 

specified in this contract.  

 

C. Application by Need: Pesticide application shall be according to need and not by schedule. 

As a general rule, application of pesticides in any inside or outside area shall not occur unless 

visual inspection or monitoring devices indicate the presence of pests in that specific area. 

Requests for preventive pesticide treatments in areas where monitoring indicates a potential 

insect or rodent infestation will be evaluated by the IPM Coordinator on a case-by-case basis. 

Written approval must be granted by the IPM Coordinator prior to any preventive pesticide 

application.  

 

D. Minimization of Risk: When pesticide use is necessary, the Contractor shall employ the least 

hazardous material, most precise application technique, and minimum quantity of pesticide 

necessary to achieve control. 

 

E. Pesticide Posting Policy: The Contractor shall adhere to the County’s Pesticide Treatment 

Posting and Notification Policy (Attachment E). 

 

16. INSECT CONTROL 

 

16.1 Emphasis on Non-Chemical Methods: The Contractor shall use non-chemical methods of 

control wherever possible. For example: 

 

A. Portable vacuums rather than pesticide sprays shall be the standard method for initial 

cleanouts of cockroach infestations, for ant trails, for swarming termites, and for control of 

spiders in webs. 

 

B. Sanitation, physical barriers (e.g., screens, air curtains), and trapping devices rather than 

pesticide sprays shall be the standard method for indoor fly control. 

 

16.2 Application of Insecticides to Cracks and Crevices and Wall Voids: As a general rule, the 

Contractor shall apply all insecticides as “crack and crevice” or wall void treatments only, defined in 

this contract as treatments in which the formulated insecticide is not visible to a bystander during or 

after the application process. 
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16.3 Insecticide Bait Formulations: Bait formulations shall be the standard pesticide technology for 

cockroach and ant control, with alternate formulations restricted to unique situations where baits are 

not practical.  

 

16.4 Monitoring: Sticky traps shall be used to guide and evaluate indoor insect control efforts 

wherever necessary. 

 

17. RODENT CONTROL 

 

17.1 Indoor Trapping: As a general rule, rodent control inside buildings shall be accomplished with 

trapping devices only. All such devices shall be concealed out of the general view and in protected 

areas so as not to be affected by routine cleaning and other operations. Trapping devices shall be 

checked on a schedule approved by the County Facilities Manager and the IPM Coordinator. The 

Contractor shall dispose of rodents killed or trapped within 24 hours. Trapping should not be 

performed during periods when maintenance of traps will be delayed by holidays, weekends, etc.  

 

17.2 Use of Rodenticides: In very exceptional circumstances, if rodenticides are deemed essential 

for adequate rodent control inside buildings, the Contractor shall obtain approval of the IPM 

Coordinator prior to making any interior rodenticide treatment. All rodenticides, regardless of 

packaging, shall be placed in locations not accessible to children, pets, wildlife, and domestic 

animals and in EPA-approved tamper-resistant bait stations. 

 

17.3 Use of Bait Stations: All bait stations shall be maintained in accordance with EPA regulations, 

with an emphasis on the safety of non-target organisms. The Contractor shall adhere to the 

following six points: 

 

A. All bait stations shall be placed out of the general view, in locations where they will not be 

disturbed by routine operations. 

B. The lids of all bait stations shall be securely locked or fastened shut. 

C. All bait stations shall be securely attached or anchored to floor, ground, wall, or other 

immovable surface, so that the box cannot be picked up or moved. 

D. Bait shall always be secured in the feeding chamber of the box and never placed in the 

runway or entryways of the box. 

E. All bait stations shall be labeled on the inside with the Contractor’s business name and 

address, and dated by the Contractor’s technician at the time of installation and each 

servicing. 

F. All bait stations shall have a warning sign posted at eye-level on the wall above the station. 

See the County’s Pesticide Treatment Posting and Notification Policy (Attachment E). 

 

18. PROGRAM EVALUATION 

 

The IPM Coordinator and the County Facilities Manager will continually evaluate the progress of 

this contract in terms of effectiveness and safety, and will require such changes as are necessary.  

The Contractor shall take prompt action to correct all identified deficiencies. 

 

19.  QUALITY CONTROL PROGRAM 

 

The Contractor shall establish a complete quality control program to assure that the requirements of 

the contract are provided as specified. Within five (5) working days prior to the starting date of the 
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contract, the Contractor shall submit a copy of his/her program to the County Facilities Manager and 

the IPM Coordinator. The program shall include at least the following items: 

 

A. Inspection System: The Contractor’s quality control inspection system shall cover all the 

services stated in this contract. The purpose of the system is to detect and correct deficiencies 

in the quality of services before the level of performance becomes unacceptable and/or the 

IPM Coordinator or Facilities Manager identifies the deficiencies.  

 

B. Checklist: A quality control checklist shall be used in evaluating contract performance during 

regularly scheduled and unscheduled inspections. The checklist shall include every building 

or site serviced by the Contractor as well as every task required to be performed. 

 

C. File: A quality control file shall contain a record of all inspections conducted by the 

Contractor and any corrective actions taken. The file shall be maintained throughout the term 

of the contract and made available to the County upon request. 

 

D. Inspector(s): The Contractor shall state the name(s) of the individual(s) responsible for 

performing the quality control inspections. 

 

20. CONCLUSION OF THE CONTRACT 

 

All insecticides, rodenticides, bait stations, and monitoring devices shall be removed from the 

premises covered by this contract at its conclusion. Written certification of such removals shall be 

submitted to the General Services Department with final billing submittal. 

 

21. GENERAL CONDITIONS 

 

21.1 Proposal Opening: Sealed proposals will be received by the General Services Facilities Division 

until 12:00 Noon on November 5 at which time they shall be opened in public. Late bids shall be 

rejected and returned unopened to the sender. Bids can be posted to the Bidsync website, mailed, or 

hand delivered. 

 

21.2 Proposal Preparation: If proposals are mailed or hand delivered, they must be submitted in an 

envelope sealed and addressed to Contra Costa General Services Facilities Division and must 

contain, on the prescribed county forms, all information and certifications called for must be 

furnished. Proposals submitted in any other manner, or which fail to furnish all information or 

certificates required, may be summarily rejected. Proposals may be modified or withdrawn prior to 

the time specified for the opening of proposals. Proposal shall be signed in ink by a person or 

persons legally authorized to bind the proposer to a contract. 

 

21.3 Errors in Proposals: Proposers are cautioned to verify their proposals before submission. 

Negligence on the part of the bidder in preparing the bid confers no right for withdrawal or 

modification of the proposal after it has been opened.  

 

21.4 Reserved Rights: Contra Costa County reserves the right at any time and for any reason to 

cancel this RFP, accept or reject any or all proposals or any portion thereof, or to accept an alternate 

proposal. The County reserves the right to waive any immaterial defect in any proposal. Unless 

otherwise specified by the bidder or the County, the County has sixty (60) day to accept. The County 
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may seek clarification from any bidder at any time, and failure to respond promptly is cause for 

rejection. 

 

21.5 Costs incurred by Proposers: The County will not be liable for any costs incurred by the 

proposers in replying to this RFP. 

 

21.6 Contractor is an Independent Contractor, not an Employee: No employee or agent of the 

Contractor shall be deemed for any reason to be an employee or agent of Contra Costa County. 

 

21.7 Termination: The County reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part of this 

contract, upon thirty (30) days written notice. In case of such termination, the Contractor shall be 

entitled to receive payment form the County for work completed to date in accordance with the 

terms and condition of this contact. In the event that this Contract is terminated due to Contractor’s 

default, the County shall be entitled to purchase substitute services elsewhere and chare the 

Contractor with any or all losses incurred, including attorney’s fees and expenses. 

 

21.8 Hold Harmless Clause: The Contractor agrees to indemnify, save harmless and defend Contra 

Costa, its agents, servants, employees, and each of them against and hold it and them harmless from 

any and all lawsuits, claims, demands, liabilities, losses, and expenses; including court costs and 

attorney’s fees for or on account of any injury to any person, or any death at any time resulting from 

such injury, or any damage to property, which may arise or which may be alleged to have arisen out 

of, or in connection with the work covered by this project. The foregoing indemnity shall apply 

except if such injury is caused directly by the willful and wanton conduct of Contra Costa County, 

its agents, servants, or employees or any other person indemnified hereafter. 

 

21.9 Addenda from the County: Any and all changes to the specifications and terms and conditions 

of this RFP are valid only if they are included by written addendum to all proposers, which will be 

mailed or delivered prior to the proposal opening date to all who are known to have attended the pre-

proposal conference. Each potential proposer shall acknowledge receipt of any addenda by signing 

such addendum and returning a copy to Contra Costa County Facilities Division prior to, or along 

with, a sealed proposal. Each proposer, by acknowledging receipt of any addenda, is responsible for 

the contents of the addenda and any changes to the proposal therein. 

 

21.10 Jurisdiction, Venue, Choice of Law: This RFP and any contact resulting there from shall be 

governed by and construed according to the laws of the State of California. Jurisdiction and venue 

shall be exclusively found in the Courts of Contra Costa County. 

 

21.11 Insurance Requirements: the contractor must obtain, for the Contract term and any extension 

of it, insurance issued by a company or companies qualified to do business in the State of California 

and provide the County with evidence of insurance. Insurance in the following types and amounts is 

necessary: 

A. Workers Compensation Insurance covering all liability of the Offeror arising under the 

Workers Compensation Act. 

B. Comprehensive General (Public) Liability in a broad form, to include coverage for the 

following where exposure exists: Premises/Operations, Independent Contractors, 

Products/Completed Operations, Personal Injury and Contractual Liability. Limits of liability 

not less than: $1,000,000 each occurrence, $1,000,000 general aggregate. 
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C. Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance, in a broad form, covering the liability of the 

Contractor for personal injuries, including death, and for loss of damage to property arising 

in connection with the operation of owned or non-owned vehicles. 

 

The Contractor agrees that with respect to the above required insurance, Contra Costa County shall: 

A. Be provided with thirty (30) days notice, in writing, of cancellation or material change; 

B. Be provided with Certificates of Insurance evidencing the above required insurance, prior to 

commencement of this Contract and thereafter with certificates evidencing renewals or 

replacements of said policies of insurance at least fifteen (15) days prior to the expiration or 

cancellation of any policies. Said Notices and Certificates of Insurance shall be provided to:

Attachment E. Draft Contra Costa Pesticide Treatment Posting and Notification Policy 

 
General Provisions 

This policy applies only to land owned by the County of Contra Costa. 

Any County Department that uses or authorizes the use of a pesticide shall comply with the following posting and notification 

procedures: 

Signs shall be posted at least three (3) days before application of the pesticide and remain posted at least four (4) days after 

application. 

If treatment is in an enclosed area, signs shall be posted at all major public and employee entry points. 

If treatment is in an open area, signs shall be posted at highly visible location(s). 

Rat and mouse bait stations shall be posted at eye level on the wall or other structure above the bait station. 

Exceptions to these provisions are listed below under “Exemptions”. 

Contents of Signs 

The signs shall be of a standardized design, easily recognizable by the public and County employees and shall contain the 

following information: 

1. Name of pesticide product 

2. Active ingredient(s) in the product 

3. United States Environmental Protection Agency or California State registration number 

4. Target pest 

5. Signal word on the product label indicating the toxicity category of the pesticide product 

6. Date of posting 

7. Date(s) of anticipated use; a window of time for anticipated use is acceptable 

8. Date of re-entry for staff and the public to the treated area, if applicable 

9. Name and contact number of County Department responsible for the application 

Exemptions 

Departments shall not be required to post signs in accordance with the provisions above 

1. in rights-of-way or other areas that the general public does not use for recreation or pedestrian purposes. Recreation 

is defined as any activity where significant physical contact with the treated area is likely to occur. 

Note: Each department that uses pesticides in such locations shall provide a public access telephone number for 

information about pesticide applications. The public access telephone number shall be posted in a prominent 

location at the department’s main office building. Information provided shall include all items listed under 

“Contents of Signs”, above. 

2. in County-owned or -leased buildings, if the pesticide is on a list agreed to by the IPM Advisory Committee. 

Note: Each County building shall post a permanent sign in a prominent location with a list of pesticides that may be 

used in the structure without individual postings. Pesticides not on this list must be posted in accordance with the 

provisions above. Signs shall contain the following: 

a. Name of the pesticide product 

b. Active ingredient(s) in the product 

c. Signal word on the product label indicating the toxicity category of the pesticide product 

d. Areas in the building where the pesticide could be used 

e. Name and contact number of County Department responsible for applications 

Any pesticide granted an emergency exemption for public health emergencies or other urgent situations by the County IPM 

Coordinator shall not be required to be posted prior to treatment.  

However, all other requirements for posting as set forth above shall be followed. 

Use of any pesticide listed by the Organic Materials Research Institute or of any products on the FIFRA 25(b) list or in 

California Code of Regulations Section 6147 may be posted on the day of application. All other provisions listed above 

apply. 

The County IPM Coordinator may, at his or her discretion, grant necessary exemptions to the posting requirements.
