FOR ALLEGED VIOLATIONS ASSOCIATED WITH THE OPERATION OF
WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANTS

WRITTEN COMMENTS DUE NO LATER THAN
5:00 P.M., January 24, 2011

On or after January 24, 2011, the State Water Resources Control Board, (State Water
Board) or its delegee will consider approval of a proposed settlement with ECO
Resources, Incorporated to resolve alleged violations associated with ECO Resources’
operation of the following wastewater treatment plants (WWTP): City of Corning WWTP;
City of Willows WWTP; City of Winters WWTP; Discovery Bay WWTP; City of Rio Vista,
Trilogy WWTP; City of Rio Vista, Beach WWTP; Cypress Ridge WWTP; Tejon Industrial
Complex WWTP; Lamont Public Utilities District WWTP; Taft Federal Prison WWTP;
City of Taft WWTP; San Simeon Community Services District WWTP; and City of Santa
Paula WWTP.

ECO Resources and the Prosecution Team have entered into a tentative settlement for
these alleged violations, and have agreed to jointly seek the State Water Board’s
approval of that settlement through the adoption of a Stipulated Administrative Civil
Liability Order. The proposed Order is available on the State Water Board’s website at
www.waterboards.ca.gov/water _issues/programs/enforcement.

Persons may comment on the proposed settlement by submitting written comments so
that they are received no later than 5:00 p.m. on January 24, 2011. Written comments
should include “ECO Resources; Proposed Stipulated Order” in the subject line, and
should be submitted to the attention of Mark Bradley, State Water Resources Control
Board, Office of Enforcement,1001 | Street, Sacramento, CA 95814 or
MBradley@waterboards.ca.gov.
