What is the selection process?  
This year, similar to last year, we are using a 2-step process for selecting projects.  Step 1 includes submittal of concept proposals, the state review team will review the concept proposals, then an invitation letter will be sent to applicants whose projects are most competitive. .  An invitation to submit a full proposal is not a promise to fund the project.  Step 2 includes submittal of full proposals, the state review team will review the full proposals, then a Notice of Award from the SWRCB will be sent to applicants awarded grants.  Notices of grant award will be sent after the January 2004 SWRCB Board Meeting.

How important is partnering and local cooperation when evaluating these proposals?

Partnering and local cooperation is one of the six items we ask applicants to address in Attachment 2 of the RFCP (see item 5).  A proposal with partnering and local cooperation will score higher during review than a similar proposal without partnering or local cooperation. 

How is Environmental Justice considered when evaluating these proposals?

Environmental Justice is one of the six items we ask applicants to address in Attachment 2 of the RFCP (see item 6). Proposals that distribute benefits equitably throughout the community will receive a more favorable review than proposals that do not.  Current Environmental Justice efforts are focused on tracking.

Is there guidance for or tracking of Environmental Justice efforts?   

The SWRCB is currently working to improve research and data collection of Environmental Justice information as it relates to our programs, plans, and projects.  

How competitive would a stand-alone baseline or ambient monitoring project be? 

That would depend on whether the data provided by such a project was a high priority for the eligible grant program.
