1. Project Title: Goose Lake Basin Watershed Enhancement Program

2. Project Purpose – Problem  / Goals ("why" the project): The Goose Lake Basin has been identified as a Category 1

Priority Watershed in the California Unified Watershed Assessment.  The perennial streams of the Basin are in a degraded 

condition and are in need of improved management practices and implementation projects to restore water quality, aquatic 

habitat, and aesthetic value. Temperature and sediment are the principal water quality impairments in most of the tributaries of 

the Basin. Landowners and conservation groups in the area would like to improve the quality of the basin’s tributary streams

for the variety of beneficial uses that come from these waters.

3. Project Abstract (brief description of project):  Private landowners and the Goose Lake Resource Conservation District 

would like to carry out streambank stabilization and riparian restoration projects but do not have the financial capabilities or the

capacity to carry out the work alone.  Thus, by partnering with the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) in the Goose 

Lake Basin Watershed Enhancement program, management practices will be put in place that will reduce sedimentation, 

provide for fish passage, improve aquatic habitat, and allow for more efficient water use.  Through this project, a better 

understanding of the natural heating and cooling of the tributary streams will be reached.  Where human 

activities contribute to excessive stream heating, management practices will be implemented to help keep the water at 

temperatures that will support the beneficial uses of those water bodies.  In addition to implementing and installing management

practices, this project also will involve conducting a watershed conservation information and outreach program for landowners, 

elementary school children, and other stakeholders in the basin.

F) Biography of Group: : 


     The Goose Lake Resource Conservation District and its partners have been working to enhance the water quality and the 

beneficial uses of the water in the Goose Lake Basin for several decades.  The group as a whole consists of a wide variety of 

members, ranging from private landowners such as ranchers and farmers, to government entities like the Bureau of Land 

Management and the USDA Forest Service.  Over the years, the group has worked at length with the University of 

California Cooperative Extension Service (UCCE) to find innovative, effective management practices.  UCCE has also 

worked with the group to develop extensive monitoring programs for the basin’s tributary streams that not only allow us to 

learn about these systems, but also provide a means of evaluating the success of past projects.  

     Over the years, the group has been very effective in completing on-the-ground projects and enjoys good working 

relationships with the variety of federal and state agencies, private land owners, and other conservation groups in the area.  

In the l990’s, these relationships became a key factor that helped the group to avoid the Goose Lake Redband Trout from 

being listed as an endangered species.  The group and its partners instead developed an effective Conservation Strategy for 

the redband and the other endemic species of the Goose Lake Basin.  We are continuing to implement and follow this Strategy t

today and are witnessing its success.

G) Biography of Project: : 


The Goose Lake RCD and the landowners in the basin are ready and willing to implement watershed enhancement projects.

Land-owners and various state and federal agencies have already worked individually and in combination to complete many

on-the-ground restoration activities.  Numerous fish passage improvements, grazing management systems, and monitoring 

plans have already been implemented.  Given the limited resources of the RCD and the private landowners, the group decided

to seek additional help in order to continue the restoration activities already occurring in the basin.  

H) Short-term Goals: : 


1. Contract with a watershed coordinator to provide coordination, administration and management of the overall Goose      

       Lake Basin Enhancement Project.

2.    Implement management practices at sites selected from a list of seventeen private property parcels that have been 

       identified as being in need of restoration enhancement.

3.    Conduct a watershed conservation information and outreach program for landowners and other stakeholders.

I) Long-term Goals: : 

The Goose Lake Resource Conservation District and its partners seek to improve water quality and habitat characteristics throughout the Basin, while protecting and enhancing the variety of beneficial uses that depend on the water of the Basin’s tributary streams.  The RCD would also like to increase the involvement and awareness of Basin residents regarding conservation issues so that communities can join together in enhancing the Goose Lake watershed.
