2. Project Purpose – Problem  / Goals ("why" the project): This project has two objectives. One is to support the Coastal Conservancy’s sedimentation assessment and enhancement study to assess erosion and sedimentation problems along the alluvial reaches of three coast streams in the Lower Pajaro River watershed.  The Coastal Conservancy is also contracting to the Santa Cruz County Resource Conservation District to implement the assessment. Additionally, this project may provide preliminary information for the Regional Board to use to develop a sedimentation/siltation Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) for the Pajaro watershed.  This contract will focus on the Lower Pajaro watershed.



3. Project Abstract (brief description of project): This proposal will assist the Regional Water Quality Control Board to initiate the TMDL process development in the Lower Pajaro River watershed.  This project will fund the Santa Cruz County Resource Conservation District and technical subcontractors to incorporate specific water quality assessment tasks into the Coastal Conservancy’s sediment assessment.  The tasks will include the following:

1. Outreach and coordination with parallel sediment assessment efforts in the upper watershed

2. Evaluation of impacts to beneficial uses and water quality objectives;

3. Preliminary problem and source assessments;

4.    Determination of data gaps and recommendations to fill data gaps (sampling, data acquisition, etc.).
