Project Purpose – Problem Being Addressed:   On Davies Creek, an old railroad was constructed in the channel and on the floodplain and has redirected and confined the flows of the creek.  The railroad construction caused riparian habitat to be lost or degraded, caused the stream to downcut in several places, and has created a headcut that eroded up into the lower end of Sardine Meadow, lowering the water table causing the meadow habitat to degrade.  The existing road at the bridge site has constricted the flood plain of theCreek.  Likewise on Merrill Creek, another railroad grade was constructed across the floodplain and has confined the flows of the creek.  The existing road has constricted the flood plain of theCreek at the bridge site.
