Time limits have been established for the processing of permit applications. These time limits are stated below. Persons whose applications have not been processed within the time limits prescribed by statute or regulations may appeal to the Secretary for Environmental Protection. Appeals must be filed within 30 days of the date the time periods were allegedly exceeded. If the Secretary finds that the time limits have not been met, and the environmental agency did not have good cause why the time limits have not been met, the Secretary may direct the environmental agency to process the application by a specified date and so inform the applicant. For permits subject to the Permit Reform Act of 1981 (Government Code Sections 15374, et seq.), the Secretary may also order that the applicant receive a reimbursement of all filing and permit processing fees.
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 TIME LIMITS:     The division shall issue a certificate within thirty (30) calendar days of receipt of a completed application form, and payment of the fees, or inform the applicant of the reason the certificate will not be issued.
