CONSTRUCTION GENERAL PERMIT

1) Enforceability of the GCP

a) What is the definition of  “materials” in Discharge Prohibitions A.2.? What permit language should be used in enforcement actions?

b) Is there language that should be added to the permit to increase its enforceability? 

2) Relationship of TMDLs to GCP

a) Amend Attachment 3 to correspond to new 303 (d) list

b) Determine if the issuance of a TMDL would remove the construction site from sampling and analysis requirements?

c) Should and how should TMDLs be enforced through the GCP?

3) Sampling and analysis language

a) Are we satisfied with the current language? 

b) Should we list what we currently know about which construction materials are threats to WQ?

c) Should we list the CTR pollutants commonly found on construction sites?

4) Erosion and Sediment Control

a) How can we place the emphasis on erosion control so as to de-emphasize the dependence on sediment control

b) Should we establish minimum erosion control measures or minimum standards

c) We should address requirements for sediment basins, since they now differ from the Proposed General Permit for EPA Regions 1-10 (except 4)

5) Should there be unambiguous language in the Permit concerning the distinction between disturbances to the ground for agricultural activities versus construction activities (including vineyards).

6) Forms

a) COI-should we continue to use this form, get rid of it, provide better instructions for how to use it?

b) NOI-should we change the form, 
provide better instructions for how to use it, especially pertaining to 404/401? 

c) Do we need mandatory submittal of Annual Compliance Certification?  Do we need to develop a form for dischargers to use?

d) Requirement for street address for owner.

7)  Reference to Post-construction BMPs in the Permit  

a) Should the Permit establish a link to MS4 design criteria?

b) Should the permit have minimum standards?

8) SWPPP requirements

a) Should the submittal of SWPPPs be mandatory?

b) The Permit currently states that the Regional Boards can request the SWPPP, it does not specifically state that the SWPPP must be provided upon that request or give a time frame for that submittal, should it?

c) Should the SWPPP requirements be moved from Attachment A to the body of the permit?

9) Training

a) Should the training requirements be specified: such as formal classroom training for General Contractors.

b) Should training requirements in general be beefed up?

10) Phase II

a) Should there be different requirements for Phase II construction?

b) Should there be different requirements for single family home construction?
