· Do you find yourself digging trenches, at great lengths, through city streets or over hill and dale???

· And in these trenches do you lay water, or sewer, or gas or any other type of linear facility???

· Do you string wires or cables, such as electric, phones, or fiber optics???

If you do your project may be considered a small linear project and qualify to use the  

SWRCB’s Small Linear Underground/ Overhead Project (Small LUP) Construction Storm Water Permit

What – Training workshops on the new Small LUP permit will be conducted.   

Note – The training class as well as the locations and dates are currently in the developmental stages
Who – The SWRCB will conduct the training workshops in coordination with Sempra Energy, Pacific Gas & Electric Company, SBC, and the California Council for Environmental and Economic Development.

Where -At various locations throughout California (minimum of four locations)

Why – To inform people in industry and government of applicability of the NPDES General Permit for Storm Water Discharges Associated with Construction Activity From Small Linear Underground/Overhead Projects (Small LUP) DWQ2003-0007 to linear projects and how it can be used.     

When – Targeted for February through April, 2004

What You Should Know

The SWRCB adopted (June 18, 2003) a statewide General Permit for Small LUPs whose construction activity has a total soil disturbance of from 1 to 5 acres.  Your project may very well be classified as a Small LUP.  Small LUPs include, but are not limited to, 

· any conveyance, pipe, or pipeline for the transportation of any gaseous, liquid (including water, wastewater for domestic municipal services), liquescent, or slurry substances;

· any cable line or wire for the transmission of electrical energy; 

· any cable line or wire for communications (e.g., telephone, telegraph, radio or television messages); and

· Associated ancillary facilities.

What You Need To Know
