Resolution No. R2-2006-0079, adopted on November 13, 2006 by the San Francisco Bay Water
Board, modified the regulatory provisions of the Basin Plan by establishing the TMDL and
implementation plan to reduce pathogen-related risks to humans and restore and protect water
guality and beneficial uses.

Comment letters must be received by 12 p.m. on June 29, 2007. After the June deadline,
State Water Board staff will not accept additional written comments unless the State Water
