Russian River First Flush Data

On August 15, 2008, I spoke with Don McEnhill of Russian Riverkeeper regarding the Russian River First Flush monitoring data.  The following is a summary of their monitoring and data reporting efforts.
1. Data for 2002 are available in the “2002 Russian River First Flush Summary Report” by Revital Katznelson, Richard Fadness, Lauren Hocker, and Robert Klamt dated June 2003.  

2. Data for 2003 are available in a draft report.  Data for 2004, 2005, and 2007 have been collected and are available in raw form only.  The 2007 Report is expected to be completed in Fall 2008.  Following that report, Russian Riverkeeper intends to write a 5-year summary report which will include the 2003-2005 data.  
3. Monitoring for 2008 is very likely to happen.

Regional Water Board staff have determined that only the 2002 data will be included in the 2008 Integrated Report.  The rest of the data will be considered when they are available in a finalized report with detailed information on collection and quality control procedures and site locations.  The rest of the data should be available for consideration for the 2010 update.

Mr. McEnhill also submitted two reports for consideration for the 2010 Integrated Report via e-mail following our conversation:
